INTRODUCTION 
The Third Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) Conference Preparatory Group Meeting for the World Radiocommunication Conference 2012 (APG2012-3) was held in Bangkok, Thailand, from 8 to 12 March 2010. The objectives of the Meeting were to review the results of the APG2012-2 meeting, to undertake a review of issues associated with each WRC-12 Agenda Item and to continue the preparation of draft APT Preliminary Views, where considered appropriate. The APG working methods, prepared at the APG2012-2 meeting, were to be reviewed in the light of the decisions of the 33rd APT Management Committee meeting and revised as necessary. Furthermore, APG2012-3 would undertake an initial review of issues related to activities of the Radiocommunication Assembly (RA) and it would review and revise the APG work plan for these work items.

The Meeting was attended by 283 participants representing Members, Associate and Affiliate Members of APT and International/Regional Organisations.

Document APG2012-3/ADM-03 contains the list of participants to the meeting.

2.
OPENING

Mr. Toshiyuki Yamada, Secretary General of the APT, welcomed delegates and representatives from APT member Administrations, Associate members, Affiliate members and other regional groups and international organisations to the third APG meeting for WRC-2012 being held in Bangkok. He also thanked APT Affiliate Member companies for their contributions to the organisation and for their support during the meeting.
Mr. Yamada advised the meeting that, for the celebration of the 30th Anniversary of its establishment in 2009, APT organized the Asia Pacific Ministerial Meeting on “Strengthening Regional Collaboration towards Broadband Economy” which was held from 12 to 13 November 2009 in Bali, Indonesia. The Meeting concluded successfully with the adoption of the Bali Statement of the Asia Pacific Ministers. Ministers of the APT Member countries agreed to put joint efforts in strengthening regional collaboration for the development of ICT infrastructures and services in the Asia-Pacific, and to work towards a broadband economy that would truly contribute to the benefit of the people of region in improving the quality of life. This was a landmark APT Meeting, not only for its high-level engagement in the issue, but also for the level of benefits to the Asia Pacific Region as a whole. The Bali Action plan has been adopted in order to bring the regional effort into reality. The Management Committee of APT have instructed each APT Work Program to consider the Bali Action Plan and to implement the relevant part by each program. 
He reminded participants that the radiocommunication sector has been recognized as one of the major key areas of APT activities and that the APT is committed to promote applications of radio technologies, to facilitate members’ co-operation for spectrum harmonization and to assist Members to explore new technologies and to harmonize regional views on radiocommunication matters and to present them to WRCs. Since its inception APG has been playing a significant role and its activities have matured and it is developing more and more common proposals to the WRCs in the interest of the region. APG has now become the APT’s largest event attended by a large number of interested public and private sectors as well as delegates from other international and regional organizations. Preparations of regional groups like APG are highly appreciated by ITU as they can significantly contribute to the efficiency of the global conferences like WRC. 
Mr. Yamada reminded participants that they are in the middle of preparation for WRC-12 and that the APT region has considerable stakes in the agenda of the Conference which covers a wide range of subjects, encompassing all types of radiocommunication services. Recognising that the tasks ahead are complex and diverse, he reminded participants that they all need to work hard and consolidate their efforts with a view to preparing for the Conference, so that aspirations of all the members are appropriately met and interests of the region, as a whole, are well protected. He further noted that the APT Community has always been working harmoniously as a close family, showing mutual respect and accommodation in all activities. The same spirit of solidarity, fraternity and co-existence would be the key to success in future. He indicated that he was sure, that with the group’s expertise, cooperation and mutual understanding APT will continue to achieve its goals collectively.
Mr. Yamada’s welcome address can be found in Document APG2012-3/INP-01.
Dr. Alan Jamieson, Chairman of the APG, welcomed everyone to APG2012-3, and conveyed his gratitude to Mr. Yamada and his staff from the APT Secretariat, for the excellent preparations for our meeting and for the first-rate facilities that have been provided to assist the APG in its work over the next 5 days. 
Dr. Jamieson extended congratulations to the APT on reaching its 30th anniversary. The high regard and high reputation that the APT enjoys is in no small way due to the excellent work of the Secretariat, as evidenced by the excellent meeting arrangements for APG2012-3. 
He also took the opportunity to extend a special welcome to guests and colleagues from other regional groups and from international organizations.  Their participation is highly valued and APG looks forward to valuable discussions during the course of the meeting.  

He further noted that this was the third meeting of the APG2012 cycle and that the APG is now well into detailed discussions on conference issues; discussions that will assist us in the development and finalization of common positions for the WRC. He reminded delegates that the dates for RA-12 and WRC-12 are now confirmed and are:

Radiocommunication Assembly: 
16 – 20 January 2012


WRC:



23 January – 17 February 2012
Dr. Jamieson reminded delegates that this APG meeting is being conducted against the backdrop of what can be seen as a number of contradictory influences.  For example, on the one hand there is the ongoing uncertainty in global business markets, uncertainty which has impacted on the wider radiocommunication industry around the world in different ways.  On the other hand, our industry is faced with seemingly never ending demands from users for more, better and, yes, cheaper and easier to use services.  These user demands are reflected in requirements for increasing data capabilities, higher data speeds, widespread broadband access and mobility for all everywhere and at any time at the push of a button.  Not to forget either the revolutions underway in broadcasting with the imminent change-over from analogue to digital, new entertainment and information service opportunities and the introduction of 3-D technology.  While the way in which APT countries respond to the global economic situation will play out in various ways, the work of the APG needs to stay focused on its lead role in finding solutions for the many regulatory and operational issues that need to be addressed in the lead up to WRC-12.

Further aspects to consider at the meeting are the outcomes of the APT Ministerial Meeting held in Bali in November 2009, the 33rd APT Management Committee meeting held in Tehran in December 2009 and the activities of the Informal Group for WRC-12 also known as the Inter-regional Group. He advised that he had asked Mr Arasteh to lead a special evening session to discuss and consider the conclusions from the Ministerial meeting that are of particular relevance to the APG and also on preparations for WRC-12 by the Inter-regional Group.  A part of this will be for us to exchange our views on a possible structure for WRC-12. 
Dr. Jamieson advised that Mr Yamada will present the views of the APT Management Committee on approval procedures and suggestions for harmonizing procedures across all of the APT programmes.  As this has an impact on the procedures that were adopted at the APG2012-2 meeting Mr Lewis is to lead another evening session to consider the input from the Management Committee and to revise the procedures accordingly.

The Chairman advised that a special session on preparations for the Radiocommunication Assembly and related matters will take place, which Dr Wee once again will be leading.  While the RA is still some time off, it will be useful to look at the outcomes from the RAG meeting in Geneva held last month as a part of APG preparations for RA-12. 

Dr. Jamieson acknowledged the efforts of the Working Party Chairmen who have been hard at work preparing for this meeting. Specific issues in relation to the WRC-12 agenda items have come into sharper focus through earlier APG discussions and also through the studies in the ITU-R.  The WP Chairmen will thus lead discussions leading to the refinement and improvement of the preliminary views under preparation.  

He also noted that the CPM is scheduled to be held in Geneva, 14 – 25 February 2011. The deadline for submission of text for inclusion in the Draft CPM Report by the various responsible ITU-R groups is 16 July, 2010. It is expected that the initial, English language only, version of the Draft CPM Report should be available in late August or early September 2010.  The APG would be spending more time on specific preparations for the CPM at the APG2012-4 meeting.  
Looking even further ahead than the CPM and WRC-12, Dr. Jamieson suggested that it would be helpful during the course of the APG2012-3 meeting for delegates to share with each other their early thoughts about the conference that will follow WRC-12.  
The Chairman noted that there would be a heavy work-load over the next 5 days.  It is important to continue the process of enhancing and improving the quality of output documents as this will largely determine the ultimate success or otherwise of the APT Common Proposals at WRC-12.  He wished delegates a successful meeting and that discussions be fruitful and that, even when robust when strongly held views are exchanged, discussions remain courteous and respectful of the views of others.

2. Other views from APT Members on WRC-12 Agenda Items (where it was not possible to achieve a consensus at this time)

The Chairman briefly introduced Document APG2012-3/INF-01 reporting on the activities at the APG2012-2 meeting. He indicated that he would not go into the details and advised participants to make use of the material in this report where considered appropriate. 
5.
OUTCOMES OF THE 33rd APT MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE MEETING

Mr. Yamada reported on the outcomes of the 33rd APT MC meeting. In particular, the Management Committee reviewed the detailed APG Working Methods developed at the APG2012-2 meeting (see document APG2011-2/OUT-03). Two points were raised by the MC. One concerns the approval procedure for a new document type to be used for submissions from the APG to ITU-R
. MC33 advised that this type of document will have to be included in the APT’s Documentation Scheme. MC33 also provided revisions to the approval procedure text. In addition, MC33 allowed that the approval procedure could be used on a provisional basis, pending the updating of the APT Documentation Scheme, for which it has set up a Correspondence Group that will report to MC34. This CG would review this new type of document that has names of APT Member countries supporting the document.  
The second point raised by MC33 was to harmonise the texts concerning participation in the different APT Work Programs. 
Dr. Jamieson advised that Mr. Lewis would chair an Ad Hoc group to revise the APG Working procedures in accordance with the instructions received from MC33. The output from the group would be reported to the final Plenary session. 
Mr. Yamada also advised the meeting that MC33 has established a Correspondence Group for discussions on ITU Council matters with the view of harmonising, to the extent possible, views of APT Member administrations attending Council meetings.

6.
REPORT OF THE OUTCOME OF THE APT MINISTERIAL MEETING
The APT Ministerial Meeting held in Bali in November 2009, and document APG2012-3/INP-07 provides the “Outcomes of the APT Ministerial Meeting on Strengthening Regional Collaboration towards a Broadband Economy in the Asia-Pacific”. The detailed “Bali Statement of the Asia-Pacific Ministers on Strengthening Regional Collaboration towards a Broadband Economy in the Asia-Pacific and associated Plan of Action” can be found in document APG2012-3/INF-02. 
Mr. Arasteh, having already reviewed this material, has identified one item in the Action Plan that concerns the APG, and this material is to be further considered in the Ad Hoc group being set up for this purpose. 

7.
REPORT OF THE MEETING OF THE WRC-12 informal group

Mr. Arasteh reported on the recent meeting of the WRC-12 Informal Group. His report can be found in document APG2012-3/INF-13. An accompanying text is the “Outcome of the 2nd Meeting of the Inter-Regional Group Regarding WRC-12”, to be found in document APG2012-3 /INP-10. 
This material is to be further considered in the Ad Hoc group being chaired by Mr. Arasteh that has been set up for this purpose.

8.
LIAISON FROM APT WIRELESS FORUM

Dr. Jamieson advised the meeting that a liaison Statement has been received from the APT Wireless Forum concerning Software-Defined Radio and Cognitive Radio Systems. This can be found in document APG2012-3/INP-05. This Liaison Statement is referred to WP6 for consideration in its work on WRC-12 AI 1.19.  

9.
REPORTS FROM WORKING PARTIES – ACTIVITIES AND OBJECTIVES
The six Working Party Chairmen reported that they would be quickly reviewing the input documents assigned to them and would continue their work based on the established Drafting Group structures. In particular:

WP1. Mr. Ninham reported that the status of the WP1 work can be found at http://www.apt.int/Program/APG/WRC-11/WP/APG11-WP1.htm. He noted that at a good consensus was developing on the agenda items under consideration in the group;

WP2. Dr. Faizal reported that WP2’s work will commence quickly and that he did not expect any major concerns;
WP3. Dr. Seong reported that the contribution from the APG to JTG 5-6 that was developed at the APG2012-2 meeting had been well received and that APT member requirements are now well covered in the draft CPM text. Mr. Arasteh added that the structure that had been developed in JTG 5-6 when considering Methods and which had proved to be very useful in resolving difficulties at the JTG 5-6 meeting should be followed in the work of WP3; 
WP4. Mr. Zhou reported that WP4’s work will consider the output from the second APG meeting as well as inputs to this meeting and results from ITU-R studies. Work would commence quickly and he did not expect any major concerns;

WP5. Mr. Abe reported that the status of the work of WP5 could be found in document APG2012-3 /INP-17. He expected that work would commence quickly in the different Drafting Groups; 

WP6. Mr. Shafiee reported that there had been good progress on ITU-R studies on WRC-12 AIs 1.2 and 1.19. He further indicated that he would seek to limit the number of Drafting Groups. Dr. Jamieson reminded participants that document APG2012-3/INP-05 had been referred to WP6. In addition, he asked Mr. Shafiee if he expected that any contributions to the Special Committee would be developed from the work of WP6. Mr. Shafiee replied that he did not expect any such contribution at this stage. 
Dr. Wee, to assist in the APG discussions on RA matters, requested WP Chairmen to advise him of any draft new or revised Recommendations under development in ITU-R that may be sent to the RA for approval.
10.
PRESENTATIONS BY ITU-BR AND REGIONAL ORGANISATIONS
Dr. Jamieson reported that material had been received from the ITU-BR, the Arab Spectrum Management Group (ASMG), CEPT and CITEL. 
Mr. Philippe Aubineau, BR Study Group Councillor, presented document APG2012-3/INF-13. This gives details of international and regional planning and coordination for WRC-12. The document presents this material in three parts as follows: 

Part I – ITU Preparations for WRC-12; 

Part II – Regional preparations for WRC-12; 
Part III – Information for the preparation of the draft CPM Report to WRC-12. 

Document INF-13, in addition to the considerable detailed information in these three parts, includes additional information on web locations for reference material useful in preparations for the CPM and the conference.
In discussion, participants considered the usefulness of having the Preliminary Draft Report of the BR Director to the Conference available for consideration at the APG2012-4 meeting
. The meeting concluded that it would be very beneficial if the English version of this report could be available sufficiently in advance to allow for its consideration at the APG2012-4 meeting. 
Mr. Mitsuhiro Sakamoto, Head of SNP Division, Space Services Department, BR, advised the meeting that the BR, in conjunction with the Infocomm Development Authority of Singapore (IDA), will be holding a Workshop on the Efficient Use of the Spectrum/Orbit Resource in Singapore from 16-17 June 2010. Details can be found in document APG2012-3/INF-11.
Mr. Maximiliano Salvadori Martinhao, representing CITEL, referred participants to Document APG2012-3/INF-04, which contained the issues and preliminary views associated with each Agenda Item. Detailed comments could be provided in the different WP meetings. He noted the productive relationship that had existed between APT and CITEL and hoped that this would continue. He advised the meeting that the meeting of CITEL scheduled for April, 2010 had been postponed until June but meeting details were not yet available. A later meeting to take place in Fortaleza, Brazil, has been confirmed and will be held from 31 August to 3 September, 2010. 

Mr. Stephen Bond, representing CEPT, referred participants to Document APG2012-3/INF-14. This document provided the current views of CEPT on each of the WRC-12 Agenda Items and listed the coordinators concerned along with their contact details. Detailed comments could be provided in the different WP meetings. Mr. Bond welcomed APG attendance at the different CEPT CPG meetings. 
Dr. Jamieson reminded participants that they could find the position of the ASMG on the different WRC-12 Agenda Items in document APG2012-3/INF-15. Dr Jamieson also announced that Mr Al Rashedi is expected to join the meeting later in the week and will be available to provide further details on the views of the ASMG.  
Dr. Jamieson in thanking the presenters from the regional groups reinforced the importance of interaction between regional groups and the need to continue close coordination. 
11.
PRESENTATION FROM ICAO
Mr. Loftur Jonasson, representing ICAO, referred participants to Documents APG2012-3/INF-05 and INF-06. Document INF-06 provided the current views of ICAO on WRC-12 Agenda Items and document INF-05 provides particular detailed material on Agenda Item 1.7.  Mr Jonasson also referred to Document APG2012-3/INF-03 from IATA, which in large part supports the views of ICAO.

PRESENTATIONS FROM IARU AND ABU
Mr. Shizuo Endo presented the views of the IARU on WRC-12 Agenda Items. These can be found in document APG2012-3/INF-07. 
Mr. Tomohiro Saito presented the views of the ABU on WRC-12 Agenda Items. These can be found in document APG2012-3/INF-08.

REPORTS ON WORKING PARTY ACTIVITIES
13.1
Report of WP1

Mr. Meaney (AUS), who represented Mr.Ninham who had to leave early, reported that WP1 had held three meetings and had developed four output documents (APG2012-3/OUT-12 (AI 1.3), OUT-13 (AI 1.4), OUT-14 (AI 1.9) and OUT-15 (AI 1.10)). He thanked the drafting Group Chairmen and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work on the four WRC-12 Agenda Items attributed to the group. He also thanked Mr. Parvez and the APT Secretariat for their support during the meeting. His meeting report can be found in document APG2012-3/OUT-04R1.

Report of WP2

Dr. Furukawa (J), who represented Prof. Faizal who had to leave early, reported that WP2 had held three meetings to consider WRC-12 Agenda Items 1.14, 1.15, 1.21 and 1.23. The group developed four output documents (APG2012-3/OUT-25(AI 1.14), OUT-26 (AI 1.15), OUT-27 (AI 1.21) and OUT-28 (AI 1.23)). Dr. Furukawa also advised that an ad-hoc Drafting Group meeting was held to discuss an APT Common View on the text of the Draft CPM Report on Agenda Item 1.14 based on a submission from Iran. This discussion resulted in an additional output document (APG2012-3/OUT-29). He thanked the drafting Group Chairmen and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work. The report of WP2 is contained in document APG2012-3/OUT-06(Rev.1).

Report of WP3

Dr. Seong reported that WP3 met three times and that a meeting report can be found in Document APG2012-3/OUT-17. The group developed five output documents (APG2012-3/OUT-07 (AI 1.5), OUT-08 (AI 1.8), OUT-09 (AI 1.17), OUT-10 (AI 1.20) and OUT-11 (AI 1.22)). She thanked the drafting Group Chairmen and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work on the five WRC-12 Agenda Items (1.5, 1.8, 1.17, 1.20 and 1.22).

Report of WP4

Mr. Zhou reported that WP4 met twice and that a meeting report can be found in Document APG2012-3/OUT-23. The group developed five output documents (APG2012-3/OUT-18 (AI 1.6), OUT-19 (AI 1.11), OUT-20 (AI 1.12), OUT-21 (AI 1.16) and OUT-22 (AI 1.24)). He thanked the drafting Group Chairmen and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work on the five WRC-12 Agenda Items (1.6, 1.11, 1.12, 1.16 and 1.19).

Report of WP5

Mr. Abe reported that Working Party 5 met four times during the APG2012-3 meeting. WP5 reviewed WRC-12 Agenda Items on satellite issues, i.e. Items 1.7, 1.13, 1.18, 1.25 and 7, and developed a consolidated output document (APG2012-3/OUT-24). He thanked the drafting Group Chairmen and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work during the meeting. 
13.6
Report of WP6

Mr. Shafiee reported that WP6 met two times during the APG2012-3 meeting. Drafting Groups were established for WRC-12 Agenda items 1.2, 1.19, 4 and 8.2 and the other Agenda items were considered in the WP6 meeting itself. WP6 prepared a consolidated output document (APG2012-3/OUT-03). The group also prepared a Liaison Statement to AWF replying to their LS to the APG in document APG2012-3/INP-05. This reply be found in document APG2012-3/OUT-02. He thanked the drafting Group Chairmen and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work during the meeting.

Dr. Seong also advised that, after the completion of WP3’s work, there had been discussions amongst some participants which led to the suggestion to submit the APT Preliminary Views on AI 1.17 to JTG5-6 as an APT Common Views document. Dr. Jamieson proposed to the meeting that, like document OUT-29, this issue be considered later in the session, after consideration of the modified APG Working Methods.

During the course of the approval of the different output documents from the six Working Parties, it was found that some editorial alignments, including the method of describing members/administrations, as well as a standardisation of the format of the documents would be appropriate. Mr. Lewis was charged with reviewing all output documents and introducing such editorial improvements. 
The meeting also noted that a number of output documents contain texts encouraging Members to review particular aspects and to submit their comments and suggestions to the APG2012-4 meeting. Such texts included
:

· Members should consider the issue in the “Other Views from APT Members” section of document OUT-22 concerning the application of the pfd limits contained in RR Table 21-4 of Article 21 currently applicable to the band 7 250-7 850 MHz to the MetSat service, if the band limits are to be extended.  
· APT Members whose names do not appear in the table on page 20 of the document OUT-24, as approved, are encouraged to submit their views on this issue to the next APG2012 meetings.

· In order to facilitate consideration of the Agenda Item 4 at the future APG2012 meetings, a list of the past conference Resolutions and Recommendations is given in a table in Attachment 1 to document OUT-03. This table is intended to summarize the possible course of actions to be taken in response of the concerned Resolution or Recommendation. Members are encouraged to study this table and to bring comments to APG2012-4

· APT Members are invited to examine the proposed agenda items within Resolution 806 (WRC-07). APT Members are also invited to consider when proposing new items for inclusion to agenda of WRC-15/16, the principles described in Resolution 804 (WRC-07) and to use the template annexed to this Resolution.

Conclusion

Dr. Jamieson concluded the consideration of the output documents on the six Working Parties by thanking the WP Chairmen for their excellent work. He also thanked the Drafting Group Chairmen and participants for their excellent contributions to the work. He further thanked the APT Secretariat for the excellent support that the Working Parties had received. 
Finally, Dr. Jamieson encouraged participants to make substantial contributions to the next APG2012-4 meeting, especially in the areas for which the need for particular input had been identified. Dr Jamieson also encouraged members to commence preliminary work on contributions for the APG2012-4 meeting in support of future agenda items where appropriate. 
He further reminded participants that their contributions to each APG meeting need to be received by the APT secretariat sufficiently in advance before the meeting so that all Members would have sufficient time to consider these contributions. As specified in the APG Working Methods, contributions should be received by the Secretariat at least one week prior to the meeting.

DISCUSSION OF WORKING METHODS OF THE APG
Mr. Lewis introduced Document APG2012-3/OUT-05 on Working Methods for the APG. This document was based on the Working Methods developed and approved at APG2012-2 (see document APG2011-2/OUT-03) and this has now been revised to take account of the advice from the 33rd APT Management Committee meeting after its consideration in December 2009 of the APG Working Methods developed at APG2011-2. Important changes had been made to section 6, concerning participation at APG meetings and to section 8, concerning the approval process for a new document type, namely “APT Common Views”. Document OUT-05 was approved, with a several editorial alignments as mentioned by Mr. Lewis. These update working methods would be submitted to the 34th MC meeting to be held in December 2010. 
It was also agreed that output texts from an APG meeting would not show revision marks, except in the case where a particular section of text concerned modifications to text of the Radio Regulations currently in force. Furthermore, submissions from members to a subsequent APG meeting that seek to modify a text developed at the previous APG meeting should make use of revision marks and not replace an earlier text in its entirety. 

	Decision No. 12 (APG2012-3)

	The Plenary agreed to the process to be followed in the treatment of output texts from an APG meeting as well as that for the submission of contributions to subsequent APG meetings. 


With the approval of OUT-05, the Chairman returned to consideration of document OUT-29, which is proposed to be sent to ITU-R Working Party 5B. This was agreed and Mr. Lewis was charged with developing suitable introductory text for such a submission. This APT Common Views document would be sent to ITU-BR by the APT Secretariat. The administration of Iran was chosen as the APT Member Administration responsible for its presentation at the WP5B meeting. Mr. Arasteh reminded participants that it is expected that this document, approved by consensus, would not be opposed by representatives of any APT Member administration at the upcoming WP5B meeting.   
The suggestion of Dr. Seong (see section 14.3) was considered and approved. Dr. Seong and Mr. Lewis would develop the appropriate text for submitting this material to JTG5-6. This APT Common Views document would be sent to ITU-BR by the APT Secretariat. The administration of the Republic of Korea was chosen as the APT Member Administration responsible for its presentation at the JTG5-6 meeting.

	The Plenary approved the revised Working Methods document OUT-05 as well as the contributions to ITU-R Working Party 5B and Joint Task Group 5-6.

OUTCOMES OF THE APT MINISTERIAL MEETING AND THE INTER-REGIONAL INFORMATION MEETING FOR WRC-12
Mr. Arasteh presented the report of the Ad Hoc group established to consider these two matters. The report can be found in document APG2012-3/OUT-01. The text of the Liaison Statement to the AWF contained in the attachment to document OUT-01 was approved and will be sent to AWF by the APT Secretariat. It was also decided to attach the draft Conference structure as developed at the Inter-regional Information Meeting to document OUT-01 so that Members could review this draft structure and bring their comments and suggestions forward to the APG2012-4 meeting.

RADIOCOMMUNICATION ASSEMBLY MATTERS
Dr. Wee reported that the group to discuss RA matters had met once. The group covered the following items:

· Review of the Summary of Conclusions of the 17th RAG meeting (see document APG2012-3/INP-76). This review included:
· Council and plenipotentiary issues
· Study group activities, in particular relevant working methods
· Preparations of WRC-12
· Liaisons and collaboration with ITU-T and ITU-D sectors and with other organizations
· Draft strategic, operational and financial plans of ITU
· Review issues relating to the activities of Special Committee and the Radiocommunication Advisory Group with a view to harmonizer and coordinate the views of the APT Members at these meetings 
· Future RA preparation of APG
· Potential approval of Recommendations in RA 
The detailed report of the meeting of the group can be found in document APG2012-3/OUT-16.
Dr. Wee encouraged Members to review the RAG documents mentioned in this report and to bring forward suggestions on how best to coordinate RAG preparations to the next APG2012-4 meeting. 

When considering RA matters, Dr. Wee reminded participants that, considering the schedule of the APG2012-4 and APG2012-5 meetings as well as relevant ITU-R meetings such as RAG, there is a need for APG 2012-4 to discuss further how the APG should prepare for RA-12. 
18.
DATE OF NEXT MEETING
Dr, Jamieson advised the meeting that the administration of Hong Kong SAR, the Office of the Telecommunications Authority, has invited the APG to meet in Hong Kong and that the meeting would take place from 13 to 18 December, 2010. He thanked the OFTA and, in particular, Mr. Leung, for that kind invitation. 
Given that mid-December is a busy time for travel, he reminded participants that it would be advisable to make their travel arrangements early.

The APT Secretariat would provide details on the meeting arrangements in due course.  

With respect to APG2012-5, it is expected to take place sometime in July or the first half of August, 2011. 
These revised dates would be included in the draft APG2012 Work Plan and Programme, which can be found in Annex 1.

OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Aubineau (ITU-BR) advised the meeting that the second ITU Information Meeting on WRC-12 Preparation will be held from 24-25 November 2010 in Geneva. Dr. Jamieson noted that this meeting occurs immediately after an ITU-R Study Group 5 meeting and, as a result, a number of APG office bearers would be in Geneva and would be able to attend the meeting. Details of APG attendance at this information meeting would be coordinated between office bearers closer to the date of the meeting. 
Mr. Alireza Darvishi (IRN) advised the meeting that Mr. Kavouss Arasteh (APG Vice-chairman) is being proposed by the Iranian administration for the Chairmanship of WRC-12. He recommended this candidature to participants and called for the support of APT Members. 
Mr. Maximiliano Salvadori Martinhao, representing CITEL, thanked the APT for the invitation to attend the APG2012-3 meeting which had been a great opportunity to share views on the many WRC-12 Agenda Items. He welcomed participation of representatives of the APG to future CITEL WRC-12 preparatory meetings. 
In response, Dr. Jamieson thanked the representatives from the regional groups and other organisations for this important opportunity to share views and to contribute to the discussions.
Mr. Stephen Bond, representing CEPT, echoed these thoughts and stated that he found, as did his CEPT colleagues, that their attendance at the meeting had been very beneficial.

APPROVAL OF APG MEETING REPORT

Mr. Lewis recommended that the usual practice of posting the draft meeting report on the APT web site for comments before its final approval be continued. This was agreed. Twenty-one days would be given for comments.

CLOSING 

Dr. Jamieson noted that it had been a very successful meeting with substantial output material being developed in the different Working Parties. Working Methods for the APG had also been agreed. He thanked both the Secretary-General and the he Deputy Secretary General of APT and the APT staff for their excellent support for the meeting. He also thanked representatives from the regional groups ASMG, CEPT and CITEL as well as participating international organizations and other organizations and private entities. He mentioned the particular support that he has had as Chairman from the two Vice-chairmen, Messrs. Arasteh and Wee. He also thanked the Chairman of the Editorial Committee. He noted the important contributions of the Working Party Chairmen and that that delegates from APT administrations had made an excellent contribution and he appreciated their spirit of mutual cooperation and understanding, without which the APG would achieve very little. The meeting had especially benefited in its work from contributions from the Radiocommunication Bureau. He wished participants safe travel in returning home. 
Mr. Arasteh responded by thanking Dr. Jamieson for his excellent chairmanship, both in the preparations for and during the meeting, which contributed substantially to the success of APG2012-3.
