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REPORT OF THE MEETING

1.
INTRODUCTION 
The First Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) Conference Preparatory Group Meeting for the World Radiocommunication Conference 2011 (APG2011-1) was held in Bangkok, Thailand from 6 to 8 March 2008. The objectives of the Meeting were to review the APG activities for WRC-07 and the results achieved at that conference, establish the APG structure for the preparatory work for WRC-11, nominate office bearers and to develop the work plan for that work.

The Meeting was attended by 229 participants representing Members, Associate and Affiliate Members of APT and International/Regional Organisations.

Document APG2011-1/ADM-04(Rev. 1) contains the list of participants to the meeting.

OPENING

Mr. Toshiyuki Yamada, Secretary General of the APT, welcomed delegates and representatives from APT member Administrations, Associate members, Affiliate members and other regional groups and international organisations to the first APG meeting for WRC-2011. He also thanked the Ministry of Information and Communication Technology (MICT), Thailand and four APT Affiliate Members from Thailand for helping organise and for their support during the meeting. 

He then thanked the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and office bearers from APG2007 as well as experts form both governments and the private sector for their participation and contributions. He outlined the objectives of the meeting, with the main focus being on the structure and working methods as well as the work plan for this new cycle of preparatory work for WRC-11. 

Mr. Yamada reminded participants of the important decisions taken at the Radiocommunication Assembly and World Radiocommunication Conference in 2007, including the adoption of WiMax technology as one of the IMT interfaces and the identification of additional frequency bands for IMT. 

He reminded participants that the APG has developed into one of the most important of the different APT activities and the one with the highest attendance from members in the region. It has substantially helped establish the prominence now given to APT amongst other regional and international organizations. 

Mr. Yamada congratulated the Chairman APG and his team for the success that their combined efforts brought at the WRC-07 with APT developing 410 common proposals covering the WRC-07 agenda items. As a result of the meticulous preparatory work most of the proposals submitted by the APT members were accepted at WRC-07. 

He also reported that the last session of the APT Management Committee agreed to expand the role of the APG to cover the Radiocommunication Assembly, with the potential to prepare common positions and contributions for the RA.  

Finally, Mr. Yamada welcomed participants to Bangkok with its many tourist activities. He wished them well in their forthcoming work.

Mr. Yamada’s welcome address is in Document APG2011-1/INP-01. 
Mr. R. N. Agarwal, Chairman of the APG, welcomed everyone to APG2011-1, and conveyed his gratitude to Mr. Yamada, Secretary General, Mr. Pornsutee, Deputy Secretary General and all the staff of the Asia Pacific Telecommunity Secretariat for making excellent preparations for the meeting.

Mr. Agarwal congratulated Mr. Yamada and Mr. Pornsutee for taking over the positions of Secretary General and Deputy Secretary General respectively and indicated that, under their leadership, the Asia Pacific Telecommunity and APG, in particular, will reach much higher heights.

He also expressed the APG’s highest appreciation and gratitude to Mr. A. Narayan, who had recently completed his tenure as Secretary General in an exemplary manner. His contributions played a pivotal role in making APG so dynamic, vibrant and successful. He also, on behalf of the APG, thanked Mr. Sung-kon Oh, former APT Radiocommunication Officer, who provided excellent support during all these years and who has now gone back to his administration. Mr. Agarwal also welcomed Mr. Woo Hyuk Choi, who has replaced Mr. Oh and wished him good luck in this assignment.

Mr. Agarwal noted that the last cycle of APG had been completed, culminating in a very successful World Radiocommunication Conference. Results of the Conference were of great relevance and significance to the interests of the region. Achievements at the WRC-07 would go a long way to meet diverse aspirations of the Member countries of the APT and towards achieving socio-economic development of the region.
He praised the continuous and untiring efforts of the APG Vice-Chairman, the Working Party Chairmen, the Editorial Committee Chairman, the Chairmen of Drafting Groups, the Coordinators and all other office bearers of the APG who were instrumental in the achievement of the successful results. Mr. Agarwal further noted that the guidance and direction received from Mr. K. Arasteh, Chairman CPM07, was extremely valuable and that the APT Secretariat under the dynamic leadership of the Secretary General and Deputy Secretary General had played a vital role. He noted that many experts from the Asia-Pacific region were elected on various positions in the structure of the Conference and that they had performed commendably in making the Conference a great success. 

Mr. Agarwal reminded participants that APG is now entering into the next cycle of the preparatory process for the World Radiocommunication Conference in 2011. The region, as ever, has considerable stakes in the agenda of the Conference which covers a wide range of subjects, encompassing all types of radiocommunication services, directly or indirectly. There is also a considerable amount of continuity from the previous Conference in relation to several issues. The tasks ahead are complex and diverse, and there will be a need to work hard and consolidate all efforts. Mr. Agarwal was sure that, with the expertise, cooperation and understanding of all participants, the APG would be able to accomplish its goal. 
Mr. Agarwal noted that the APG has come a long way from Hua Hin, where the idea of APG was conceived in the year 1995, and that its destination is infinity.
Mr. Agarwal’s address is in Document APG2011-1/INP-02.

Dr. Young Kyun Kim, Chairman, Asia-Pacific Telecommunity Wireless Forum, advised participants that the AWF had just completed a successful two day meeting at which the AWF considered the results of WRC-07 and their impact on AWF work. Some of the Terms of Reference of groups in the AWF had been revised as a result and also to take account of new technologies. Dr. Kim expressed his view that the Asia-Pacific region was, in many ways, leading in the development of these new advanced technologies, with industry providing equipment and services improving productivity and lifestyle quality of people in the region. All this was occurring with better spectrum utilisation.
Dr. Kim emphasised the good cooperation between the AWF and the APG, and wished the APG good success in the WRC-2011 cycle. 
Dr. Eun-Ju Kim, Head of the ITU-D regional office for Asia and the Pacific in Bangkok, congratulated Mr. Yamada and Mr. Pornsutee on their appointment as Secretary-General of APT and Deputy Secretary-General of APT, respectively.  She hoped that the good relationship between the two organizations will continue as in the past, as the team work between two organizations is essential for the successful deliberation of members’ needs in the region. 
Dr. Kim extended her gratitude to all common members for their active participation in the APT Conference Preparatory Group for WRC as well as for their active role during that conference. Their contributions to APG as well as to WRC were indeed valuable in harmonizing views and developing common proposals from the Asia-Pacific region. These common proposals from the Asia-Pacific region were well recognized and appreciated not only by members in this region but also in other regions, i.e., the world radiocommunication community. 

Dr. Kim then provided details on a number of ITU activities planned in the region in the coming months. 

In conclusion, Dr. Kim wished every success to the 1st APT Conference Preparatory Group Meeting for WRC-2011.

MEETING ORGANISATION

3.1
Adoption of Agenda

The Agenda was approved following its presentation by the APG Chairman. 

The Agenda is in Document APG2011-1/ADM-02(Rev.1). The program of the meeting is in Document APG2011-1/ADM-03(Rev.4). Mr. Agarwal emphasised that the program was established to allow for a flexible approach at this first meeting and may be adjusted, if required.

Objectives of the meeting

The objectives of the meeting are in Document APG2011-1/INP-04(Rev.1). The delegate of Iran suggested that the 4th objective could better read “..to review and revise, if necessary..”, as the meeting did not have any new elements on this matter of the ACP approval procedure and that the procedure had worked well and was well accepted. The Chairman suggested that there should be scope to be able to consider the issue. Furthermore, he agreed that the procedure had worked well but there would a need to make editorial changes to allow for the new WRC cycle with new dates and new agenda items. 
The change to objective 4 as proposed by IRN was agreed.

4.
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT ON THE APT CONFERENCE PREPARATORY GROUP (APG) ACTIVITIES FOR WRC-2007 (DOCUMENT APG2011-1/INP-05)
The Chairman introduced Document APG2011-1/INP-05 reporting on the APG activities for WRC-2007. He indicated that he would not go into the details but wished to note the considerable efforts and good results from the APG work, with the outputs from both RA-07 and WRC-07 in line with the region’s requirements. 
Mr. Agarwal then enlarged on two aspects arising from the APG activities. He noted that the importance of the work of regional groups was increasing. Activities associated with the Informal Group for WRC-07 in terms of the WRC structure and choice of office bearers were largely coordinated with regional groups and less so with individual administrations. Regional groups continued to coordinate and seek compromise positions both prior to and at the conference which led to more efficient and effective decision making. 
He further noted the importance that needed to be given to RA issues and the need to establish harmonised views in order to protect the interests of the region. The APG, in the coming cycle, would need to focus and devote the necessary resources on RA activities. 

Mr. Agarwal expressed his thanks to the Working Party Chairpersons and the Chairman of the Editorial Committee as well as topic coordinators, for their excellent work at the WRC, and who, by working very enthusiastically and with great dedication, made it possible to achieve the APT’s goals. He also thanked the APG team of the APT Secretariat, for their efforts and hard work in facilitating the APG activities.

5.
REPORT OF THE OUTCOMES OF RA-07 AND WRC-07
Dr. Jamieson, Vice-Chairman, reported on the outcomes of RA-07 and WRC-07. 

He noted that there may be a need for better coordination of nominations for candidates from the region for office bearer positions in the ITU-R Study Groups and Working Parties. Dr. Jamieson was pleased to note the emphasis now being placed on emergency and disaster communications, an activity in which the region had played a major role. He confirmed the point already made by Mr. Agarwal on the need for better regional coordination on RA activities and the need for common views and noted that this responsibility had been formally included in the APG’s responsibilities by the APT Management Committee. 

Dr. Jamieson advised participants that details on the outcomes of WRC-07 could be found in Annex 1 to Document INP-05.

6.
REPORT ON WRC-11 AGENDA ITEMS 
Mr. D. Kershaw (New Zealand) presented the Agenda Items for WRC-11 as well as commenting on the APG experience from WRC-07 and the lessons that could be learned from that experience. Regular coordination, effectively on a daily basis, between the members of the team established to cover WRC-07 Agenda Item 7.2 became necessary. Mr. Kershaw also stressed the need for coordination and creative negotiation of proposals amongst the regional groups. He noted that 12 agenda items promoted by APG had been accepted for WRC-11.

Mr. N. Malaguti, ITU-BR, presented a detailed report on the outcomes of the first meeting of the CPM for WRC-11, held immediately after the end of WRC-07. Document APG2011-1/INP-08 refers. The report covered four mains aspects as follows:

Following this presentation, Mr. A. Nalbandian, Chairman, CPM11, added several comments, including:

· The importance to follow the guidance given in BR Circular CA/171

· The importance to determine the topics to be discussed in the studies for each WRC-11 agenda item and the sequence of their preparation – i.e. to establish a work plan

· In so doing, to have a common understanding of what needs to be done for each agenda item

· That the BR and CPM steering committee will be circulating progress reports on the work, including executive summaries
8.
REPORTS OF REGIONAL ORGANISATIONS
Mr. Nalbandian reported that the RCC had commenced its work and set up their structure, which would follow the Chapter structure proposed for the CPM report.
Mr. Soury-Lavergne, representing CEPT, referred participants to Document APG2011-1/INF-04. He reported that CEPT had established a structure with four Project Teams and that the CEPT Conference Preparatory Group (CPG) is being chaired by Mr. E. Fournier (France) and that the two Vice Chairmen are Mr. S. Bond (UK) and Mr. G. Drossos (Greece). Coordinators had been nominated for each WRC-11 agenda item and a schedule of meetings had been established. Mr. Soury-Lavergne welcomed APG attendance at the different CPG meetings. 
Mr. A Roytblat, representing CITEL, advised that CITEL had not yet started its preparations and would be meeting from 22 to 25 April in Washington, DC. He noted the productive relationship that had existed between APT and CITEL and hoped that this would continue. 
Mr. Arasteh reported that the Arab Spectrum Management Group had met from 2 to 6 March and set up their organisation. 
Mr. Arasteh also mentioned that there is no information of the preparatory activities of the ATU at this stage. However, he emphasized that, during the RAG-08, the representative from the Administration of the Islamic Republic of Iran had suggested that every effort be made in order to facilitate the holding of the WRC 11 preparatory meeting for Africa at early stage. He noted that the proposal was endorsed by RAG-08 and the Director would endeavour to support the holding of such meetings, if so requested by ATU.

Mr. Agarwal reinforced the importance of interaction between regional groups and the need to continue close coordination.

STRUCTURES FOR APG2011 AND APPOINTMENT OF OFFICE BEARERS
Mr. Agarwal advised that the meeting of Heads of Delegation had chosen Dr. A. Jamieson (NZL) as the APG Chairman for the APG2011 cycle. Mr. Agarwal then passed responsibility for chairing the APG to Dr. Jamieson who expressed his thanks and appreciation to the meeting and stated that working with Mr. Agarwal had been an enriching experience and that he hoped to follow Mr. Agarwal’s fine example.

	The Plenary approved the elction of Dr. Jamieson as Chairman, APG2011.


Dr. Jamieson then announced that the Heads of Delegation meeting had accepted to have two Vice-Chairmen for APG2011 and that Dr. K. J. Wee (Republic of Korea) and Mr. K. Arasteh (Iran) had been chosen. He further advised that Mr. J. Lewis had been chosen as Chairman, Editorial Committee.

	The Plenary approved the election of Dr. Wee and Mr. Arasteh as Vice Chairmen, APG2011 and Mr. Lewis as Chairman, Editorial Committee,APG2011

	The Plenary approved the APG2011 structure as well as the appointment of Mr. Ninham, Prof. Faizal, Dr. Seong, Mr.Zhou, Mr. Abe and Mr. Shafiee as Working Party Chairmen, as given in the Table above. 


It was noted that WRC-11 Agenda Item 1.1 is not covered in the above structure. Agenda Item 1.1 concerns the deletion of country footnotes or the deletion of country names from footnotes and, as such, does not form part of the CPM studies. If proposals under AI 1.1 are submitted by APT Member administrations to the APG, these would be considered in an Ad Hoc group chaired by the Chairman of the APG Editorial Committee with a view to preparing a consolidated document for consideration by the APG.

DISCUSSION OF WORKING METHODS OF THE APG

Mr. Yamada and Mr. Lewis introduced Document APG2011-1/INP-09 on Working Methods for the APG. This document had been developed by the APT Secretariat with the help of some office bearers. Mr. Yamada explained that approved Working Methods are required for each of the APT Programs and the text proposed in document INP-09 was developed for this purpose. These Working Methods are developed to cover the medium term activities of any APT Program and, in the case of the APG, are not intended to cover the activities in only one APG cycle. Mr. Lewis advised that some items which refer only to the APG2011 cycle had been annexed to the document for consideration but that they would not form part of the finally agreed working Methods document which should be submitted to the Management Committee for approval.

Document INP-09 was considered by the meeting along with Document INP-11 from Korea as well as Document INP-25, from Iran. 
An Ad Hoc group, to be chaired by Mr. Lewis, was established to review the text in detail and to report back to the final Plenary session.
The meeting then considered Document APG2011-1/INP-10, which contained the Approval Procedure for Asia-Pacific Common Proposals (ACPs) to WRC-11. This text incorporated editorial changes to take account of changed dates and different agenda items to reflect its use for the ACP approval for WRC-11; it was otherwise identical to the agreed procedure used for ACP approval for WRC-07. 
Mr. Arasteh (Iran) then introduced document INP-22 which sought to cover additional approval processes for other APG outputs such as common views and opinions as well as submissions to ITU-R meetings other than the WRC, such as the RA. He also stressed the need to take account of the important aspect of the sovereign rights of individual administrations in relation with the ACPs during the entire process, in such a way that an administration may withdraw or add its support to any ACP. Mr Arasteh further noted that such provisions currently exist in the APT e.g. in the Procedure for approval of APT Common Proposals for WTSA, which was developed in 2004 after the APG procedure for ACPs was developed. 

The Chairman advised that these issues would need extra time for consideration and this was supported by the delegate from Japan. Mr. Yokoyama further noted that any process would need to take account of timings over which the APG had no control, such as the delay between the availability of the draft CPM report and the CPM-2 meeting itself, which would require that any process for submissions to that meeting could not be too formal. Mr. Arasteh pointed out that this delay is likely to be about 4 months, as it was for the last cycle
Dr. Wee (Korea) advised the meeting that he had chaired the discussions on working methods at the APT Management Committee and that each APT Program had been given flexibility for develop working methods that best suit its activities. He also advised that Document APG2011-1/INP-10 contained views on these aspects. 
It was decided to set up a Correspondence Group to further study the possible additional approval procedures under the chairmanship of Mr. Lewis and he was asked to develop a set of Terms of Reference for this activity and to present them for consideration at the final Plenary. In the meantime the approval procedure in Document INP-10 was approved on a provisional basis. 
	Decision No. 6 (APG2011-1)

	The Plenary agreed to establish a correspondence group on Approval Procedures, to be chaired by Mr. Lewis.  


The meeting then considered the draft Work Plan proposed by the Republic of Korea in Document APG2011-1/INP-11. After some discussion it was decided that the WRC-11 cycle activity in the APG is to be based on five APG2011 meetings. It was also considered important that any Work Plan would need to be carefully developed to take account of the dates of other meetings of interest such as ITU-R Study Group and Working Party meetings, as well as the meetings dates of other regional organizations in order to avoid, to the maximum extent possible, overlapping of the APG meetings with those of CEPT/CPG, CITEL and RCC. This would allow the observers from each regional group to attend the meetings of other regional groups. 
It was decided that Dr. Kyung-Mee Kim (Korea) and Mr. Lewis would produce an updated draft Work Plan for consideration at the final Plenary. If agreed this Work Plan would be annexed to the meeting report. 

	Decision No. 7 (APG2011-1)

	The Plenary decided that the WRC-11 cycle activity in the APG is to be based on five APG2011 meetings.

REPORTS ON WORKING PARTY ACTIVITIES

Before the detailed consideration of the reports of the six APG2011 Working Parties, Dr. Jamieson welcomed Mr. Utsumi, former Secretary General of ITU, to the meeting.

Report of WP1

Mr. Neil Meaney from the Australian Administration was the Acting Chairman of Working Party 1 in the absence of Mr. Ninham, who was not available to attend this first APG meeting. The meeting considered two input documents:

1. APG2011-1/INP-13 ‘WRC-11 Agendas for Maritime & Aeronautical Issues’ (KOR)

2. APG2011-1/INP-08 ‘Preparations for the World Radiocommunication Conference 2011’ (ITU-BR)

Document APG2011/1INP-13 was presented by Mr. Samyoung Chung of the Republic of Korea. The document gives a comprehensive overview of the origins of the four Agenda items (1.3, 1.4, 1.9 and 1.10), details of the interested groups and key issues for each Agenda Item.

The meeting discussed some aspects of the Agenda Items relevant to aeronautical matters and the work of the responsible group for all four Agenda items, ITU-R Working Party 5B, that met in February in Geneva. Delegates were invited to provide an expression of interest for the role of APT Coordinator for the Agenda items under Chapter 1. Mr. Meaney requested that those interested in nominating for a Coordination role should contact him either at the meeting or via email and he would pass the information on to Mr. Ninham.

Mr. Abe reported that Working Party 5 met once on 7 March.
WP5 reviewed WRC-11 Agenda Items on satellite issues, i.e. Items 1.7, 1.13, 1.18, 1.25 and 7, based on Documents APG2011-1/INP-17 (KOR) and INP-08 (BR). After reviewing the Agenda Items, WP5 agreed to establish a Drafting Group for each Agenda Item and nominated the following DG Chairmen:

DG5-1 (Agenda Item 1.7) – Mr. Suzuki (Japan)

DG5-2 (Agenda Item 1.18) – TBD

DG5-3 (Agenda Item 1.25) – Mr. E. Setiawan (Indonesia)

DG5-4 (Agenda Item 1.13) – Dr. H. J. Rhee (Korea)

DG5-5 (Agenda Item 7) – Mr. X. Gao (China)

Mr. Setiawan and Mr. Gao also accepted to be a Rapporteur for WP4C and the SC, respectively. Document APG2011-1/TMP-02 provides further details. 
Concerning working methods, the WP5 and WP6 Chairmen agreed to avoid parallel meetings of WP5 and WP6 during the APG2011 cycle of meetings, because Agenda Item 7 under WP5 and Agenda Item 8.1 under WP6 are related and there would be a number of members involved in discussions of both Items.

11.6
Report of WP6

Mr. Shafiee reported that WP6 met once on 7 March and that the group considered Documents APG2011-1/INP-08 and INP-18. He advised that a detailed meeting report can be found in Document APG2011-1/TMP-01(Rev.1).

Other aspects of WP work
In the presentation of the WP5 work, Mr. Abe proposed that people attending relevant ITU-R Working Party meetings could provide summary reports on these activities that could be distributed to those interested via the APT Secretariat. Mr. Arasteh suggested that this approach could be extended to all APG WPs and that the Chairman of each WP could be the focal point for such distribution. The Chairman strongly supported the idea of having such information available via a bulletin board or similar system. He further advised that Document APG2011-1/INF-03 from Iran to this APG meeting was a good example. Mr. Yamada advised the meeting that the APT Secretariat had reviewed the use of bulletin boards and had found that there had been very little activity and the Secretariat had suggested, in Document APG2011-1/INF-05, that they could be closed down. Dr. Jamieson requested that they be retained for another 12 months, after which the situation would again be reviewed. This was agreed.
Mr. Arasteh suggested that care was needed when representing views at the different stages of the APG2011 cycle of meetings. At an early stage these would naturally be the views of a particular administration, whereas, later in the cycle, views would develop into APG preliminary views. 

Dr. Jamieson requested that interested administrations should communicate their ideas about candidates for Drafting Group Chairman to the Chairman of the WP concerned.

RA matters
APG met once under the Chairmanship of Dr. Kyu-Jin Wee to discuss RA matters and the items discussed were as follows:
Review of objectives
Section 3.2 and some parts of Section 7 of Document APG2011-01/INP-09 were reviewed. The meeting recognized that Ad Hoc Working Methods will discuss the approval process on the outcome of RA matter session, so the final decision of Objectives will be decided in the Plenary.    
Review of RA-07 outcomes
The meeting noted Documents APG2011-01/INP-07 and INP-08 that had been presented to the Plenary. 
Review of recent RAG meeting results
Information Document APG2011-01/INF-06 (the draft summary of 15th RAG meeting) was reviewed. It was stressed that a review of the meeting report of RAG is important to APT Members in the context of their preparation for the RA, so the next APG will review the 16th RAG meeting report, if available. Mr. Arasteh mentioned that due to the timing element between the annual meeting of RAG and an APG meeting, it would be difficult to have a joint view from APT Member administrations to the subsequent RAG meeting and it could be more likely that a given group of individual countries would submit a joint proposal to the RAG. 
Any other matters related to RA preparation
None were raised.
Other business
There was a briefing on the current situation concerning the ITU-R SG5 structure. The Korean document APG2011-1/INP12 was introduced. APT Members noted that there will be a Circular Letter from the BR and they are encouraged to respond to the CL as they wish.

12.
WORKING METHODS
Mr. Lewis introduced Documents APG2011-01/TMP-04 and TMP-06. Document TMP-04 contains the text of APG Working Methods as modified in the discussions in the Ad Hoc group on Working Methods. It was found that some issues need further study and these have been highlighted in yellow in the text. It was noted that, in two places, there would need to be an alignment with the outcome of the work of the Correspondence Group on Approval Procedures. As a consequence, it was decided to continue work on the APG Working Methods Document TMP-04 at the next meeting.
Mr. Lewis then introduced Document APG2011-01/TMP-05 containing Terms of Reference for the Correspondence Group. There was some discussion on the 2nd task, which led to modifications to the text. The revised Terms of Reference can be found in Annex 1. APT Member administrations were encouraged to participate in the work of the Correspondence Group.

WORK PLAN

Mr. Lewis introduced Document APG2011-01/TMP-03 which had been developed in conjunction with Mrs. Kim (Republic of Korea) and was based on Document APG2011-1/INP-11. A number of participants stressed the need to take account of the timing of associated meetings of interest, in particular those of ITU-R and the sister regional organizations.  It was further stressed that this Work Plan is a living document and would continue to be reviewed and updated throughout the APG2011 meeting cycle.

Mr. Lewis recommended that the usual practice of posting the draft meeting report on the APT web site for comments before its final approval be continued. This was agreed. Twenty-one days would be given for comments.

NEXT APG MEETING 

Dr. Jamieson suggested that the next meeting should preferably be after the meetings of the ITU-R Study Group 5 Working Party meetings in the first half of 2009. Mr. Arasteh, while supporting the proposal from Dr. Jamieson, mentioned that the timing should not only be limited to the consideration of that of the SG5 Working Parties but should cover that of the Working Parties of other Study Groups as well. This would lead to a timing for APG2011-2 of June/July 2009. Mr. Yamada advised that he would need some flexibility in the timing, especially if the meeting was held outside Bangkok upon an invitation from a host country. 
16. 
OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Arasteh advised that the father of Mrs. Norizan Baharin (Malaysia) had passed away and that the APG should express its condolences. The Chairman asked that the Malaysian delegation to pass on the meeting’s condolences to Mrs. Baharin and Dr. Jamieson also asked the APT Secretariat to express these condolences in written form to Mrs. Baharin. 

Mr. Arasteh then expressed his appreciation of the work of Mr. Agarwal who had chaired the APG since its inception in 1995. He proposed that he be made an Honorary Chairman of the APG in recognition of this major contribution to the success of the APG. Mr. Tolentino
(Philippines) supported this proposal. Dr. Jamieson found that this was an excellent suggestion and that the APG would welcome Mr. Agarwal’s presence at future meetings where his expertise, skills and good humour would again be very useful in facilitating the APG’s work. He personally appreciated Mr. Agarwal’s abilities and approach and felt that the example set by Mr. Agarwal as the founding APG Chairman would not be an easy act to follow. The meeting agreed to the proposal.
Mr. Agarwal stated that he was overwhelmed at the expression of appreciation of his contribution, which had helped bring the APG and APT into the limelight of the international community. He had always sought to put aside his personal and national views in the interest of regional objectives. He had had a great time since 1995 and thanked all for their support throughout the years, whether as delegates or as members of the APT Secretariat or as members of APG’s sister organisations or as ITU staff. Mr. Agarwal was very gratified to receive this Honorary Chairmanship and would help to the best of his ability. Mr. Yamada then presented Mr. Agarwal with a commemorative plaque in appreciation of his contribution to APG and APT. 
17.
CLOSING 

Dr. Jamieson noted that it had been a very successful meeting with the APG structure now established and WP chairs, a new Vice Chairman and the Chairman of the Editorial Committee elected. He thanked the Secretary General and Deputy Secretary General of APT and the APT staff for their excellent support for the meeting. He also thanked representatives from the regional groups CEPT, CITEL and RCC as well as participating international organizations and other organizations and private entities. He noted that delegates from APT administrations had made an excellent contribution and he appreciated their spirit of mutual cooperation and understanding. The meeting had especially benefited in its work from contributions from The Republic of Korea and Japan and information from the Radiocommunication Bureau. He wished participants safe travel in returning home. 
Mr. Yamada congratulated the office bearers on their election and was pleased that APG2011-1 had been a very successful meeting. He confirmed that the secretariat will set up the necessary facilities for the distribution of information and electronic consultations as agreed at the meeting and this would help those members that could not attend the APG be kept aware of developments and how their concerns can be taken into account. He advised that this would be his last APG meeting in full-time attendance as he has to move on to other responsibilities within APT and that Mr. Pornsutee, Deputy Secretary General, APT, would represent him at future APG2011 meetings. Mr. Yamada wished all participants a safe journey home and invited everyone to meet again at APG2011-2.

ANNEX 1

Terms of Reference for the Correspondence Group on Approval Procedures

The correspondence group is:

1. to review the current methods for approval of APG contributions, views and positions on matters relating to ITU-R entities (activities of the Radiocommunication Assembly, second CPM meeting, meetings of the SCRPM) other than the WRC; 

2. to consider and prepare options for these different types of texts for which approval may be needed;

3. to draft the appropriate approval process for each type of text for which approval is considered needed for consideration by the APG.

In so doing the correspondence group is to take into account the existing Approval Procedure for ACPs (Document APG2011-1/INP-10) as well as the proposals in Document APG2011-1/INP-22.

The group is to report to theAPG2011-2 meeting on the results of its work.
