INTRODUCTION 
The Second Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) Conference Preparatory Group Meeting for the World Radiocommunication Conference 2011 (APG2011-2) was held in Hangzhou, People’s Republic of China, from 22 to 26 June 2009. The objectives of the Meeting were to review the results of the APG2011-1 meeting, to undertake a review of issues associated with each WRC-11 Agenda Item and to commence developing draft APT Preliminary Views, where considered appropriate. The APG working methods, initially considered at APG2100-1, were to be reviewed and completed. Furthermore, APG2011-2 would undertake an initial review of issues related to activities of the Radiocommunication Assembly (RA) and it would review and revise the APG work plan for these work items.

The Meeting was attended by 285 participants representing Members, Associate and Affiliate Members of APT and International/Regional Organisations.

Document APG2011-2/ADM-04 contains the list of participants to the meeting.

2.
OPENING

Mr. Kraisorn Pornsutee, Deputy Secretary General of the APT, welcomed delegates and representatives from APT member Administrations, Associate members, Affiliate members and other regional groups and international organisations to the second APG meeting for WRC-2011 being held in in the beautiful tourist city of Hangzhou.. He also thanked the Ministry of Industry and Information Technology (MIIT), People’s Republic of China for their kind invitation as well as Huawei Technologies and other Chinese companies for their contributions to the organisation and for their support during the meeting.
Mr. Pornsutee first advised the meeting that the 11th Session of the APT General Assembly has adopted the Strategic Plan of APT for 2009 – 2011. This has given emphasis on four basic pillars of APT viz., framework, development, cooperation and efficiency in order to maintain APT’s premium position in the rapidly changing environment of the ICT sector. In addition, this year, APT is celebrating its 30th Anniversary of “Promoting ICT Development” and he thanked participants for their continuous support towards APT activities. 
He reminded participants that the radiocommunication sector has been recognized as one of the major key areas of APT activities and that the APT is committed to promote applications of radio technologies, to facilitate members’ co-operation for spectrum harmonization and to assist Members to explore new technologies and to harmonize regional views on radiocommunication matters and to present them to WRCs. Since its inception APG has been playing a significant role and its activities have matured and it is developing more and more common proposals to the WRCs in the interest of the region. APG has now become the APT’s largest event attended by a large number of interested public and private sectors as well as delegates from other international and regional organizations. The success of the APG at WRC-07 has brought challenges for the APT Preparatory Group for WRC-2011 to maintain its position and to help accelerate regional cooperation in the Asia Pacific region and with other regional organizations.
Mr. Pornsutee noted that the APT community has always been working harmoniously as a close family, showing mutual respect and accommodation in all its activities. The same spirit of solidarity, fraternity and co-existence would be the key to our success in future. He was sure, that with participant’s expertise, cooperation and mutual understanding APG will continue to achieve APT goals collectively.
Mr. Pornsutee’s welcome address is in Document APG2011-2/INP-01. 
Dr. Alan Jamieson, Chairman of the APG, welcomed everyone to APG2011-2, and conveyed his gratitude to Mr Xie and the Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, and to Mr. Pornsutee and his staff from the APT Secretariat, for the excellent preparations for our meeting and for the first-rate facilities that have been provided to assist the APG in its work over the next 5 days. 
Dr. Jamieson extended congratulations to Mr. Pornsutee for his re-election as Deputy Secretary General at the APT General Assembly late last year and asked him to pass on congratulations to Mr Yamada on his re-election as Secretary General. In addition, he congratulated Dr Wee on his election as Chairman of the APT Management Committee. He noted that the APG was indeed fortunate to have their leadership to assist the APG in its work.
He further noted that this was the second meeting of the APG2011 and that it marks the start of detailed discussions in developing common positions on WRC-11 issues. APG Working Party Chairpersons had already been active and had developed material for consideration at this meeting. In passing he noted that the conference may soon be referred to as WRC-12 in view of the recent decision by the ITU Council to propose postponing the conference by three months to early 2012. The new dates proposed are:

Dr. Jamieson reminded participants that the APG has developed close cooperation with other telecommunication regional organisations and that the value of this cooperation cannot be overstated particularly when it comes to finding global solutions to some of the more difficult issues at conferences. The APG has also extended cooperation to a number of international recognised organizations and it is good to see that once again a number of these organizations are in attendance and have provided contributions to the meeting on their activities.  
He noted that at the APG2011-1 meeting, the APG agreed on a work structure, appointed new office bearers and adopted a provisional work plan. It also considered detailed working methods and these will be further considered and finalised at APG2011-2. He further noted that activities in the ITU-R Study Groups and Working Parties are well underway on studies related to the various WRC-11 agenda items. The preparations by APT members in the development of their preliminary views are also well advanced. The exchange of views during this meeting will lay a solid foundation for the preparation of APT common proposals. 

Dr. Jamieson reminded participants that preparation for the Radiocommunication Assembly, particularly the development of common APT views, has been added by the Management Committee to the mandate of the APG. Dr Wee will be leading the consideration of matters related to the activities of the RA. 
He reminded the meeting of the importance of continuing the tradition of working to ensure that, to the maximum extent possible, the views and aspirations of all members are accommodated. It is through such widely based cooperation and mutual respect that the interests of the Asia-Pacific region as a whole are best served.

Finally, he encouraged participants to take the opportunity during the social events that have been included in the programme to renew old friendships as well as to develop new friendships but above all make you that they enjoy the time here in the lovely city of Hangzhou.

Dr. Jamieson’s address is in Document APG2011-2/INP-02.

Mr. Xie Fei Bo, Director General, Bureau of Radio Regulation, MIIT, welcomed participants to the beautiful city of Hangzhou to attend the 2nd Meeting of the APT Conference Preparatory Group for WRC-2011(APG2011-2). He noted that the meeting offers a good opportunity for delegates to exchange views and reach consensus, thus driving forward the preparatory work for WRC-2011.
Mr. Xie further notes that APT will soon have its 30 years of anniversary, and he took the opportunity to convey his congratulation in advance and to express his appreciation to APT for the active role it has played in promoting ICT development in Asia Pacific region. He wished the APT a greater success in the future.

He noted that information and communication technologies are widely used in all sectors of economic and social development, pushing forward the development of productivity, profoundly transforming people’s way of life and work, and playing an increasingly important role in the economic and social development. Although the telecommunications industry in China has been affected by the current financial crisis, on the whole, it has maintained a long-term, sustainable and healthy development. By March of 2009, the number of China’s fixed-line and mobile phone users had exceeded 1 billion and the number of internet users reached 316 million. In particular, with the introduction of 3G mobile services earlier this year, newly added mobile users have maintained a monthly increase of 10 million each month for two consecutive months, and the total number of mobile users now exceeds 670 million.

Mr. Xie advised that radiocommunication technologies are widely used in the industry and information sector in the drive to achieve industrialization with Chinese characteristics. Radiocommunication technologies have been applied to various sectors such as wireless communications, broadcasting, public security, transportation, disaster relief, aeronautical and space applications and scientific research. The constantly emerging radiocommunication technologies and services present a new challenge, in which different services should be able to coexist and develop together. As demands for radio spectrum resources continue to grow, it is becoming increasingly important that the valuable spectrum and satellite orbit resources shared by all mankind shall be used in a rational, efficient and economic way.

As one of the fastest growing and most dynamic regions of the world, the Asia Pacific region has achieved impressive development in the ICT field and every country in this region has given unprecedented importance to the ICT development. It is thus of great importance that this preparatory meeting is held here to discuss topics relating to WRC-11. Mr. Xie expressed his confidence that, with joint efforts, the region will be better positioned and prepared for WRC-11.

Finally, Mr. Xie reminded participants that Hang Zhou is one of the most beautiful cities in China and he hoped that they could spend some time visiting the city and have a taste of the local cuisine.

The Chairman briefly introduced Document APG2011-1/INF-01 reporting on the activities at the APG2011-1 meeting. He indicated that he would not go into the details and advised participants to make use of the material in this report where considered appropriate. 
5.
REPORT OF THE OUTCOME OF 16th RADIOCOMMUNICATION ADVISORY GROUP MEETING
Dr. Wee, Vice-Chairman, briefly introduced the Report of the 16th RAG meeting. This can be found in Document APG2100-2/INF-03. He advised that this document would be further considered in the meeting that he would chair on preparations for the Radiocommunication Assembly.  
6.
REPORT OF THE WORLD TELECOMMUNICATION POLICY FORUM 2009
Mr. K. Arasteh, Vice-Chairman, introduced the Report of the ITU World Telecommunication Policy Forum 2009 held on 24 April 2009, which can be found in Document APG2100-2/INF-08. He highlighted a number of aspects and recommended that those interested could find more detail in the extensive 36 page report. 
7.
REPORT ON STRATEGIC PLAN OF THE APT 2009-2011
Mr. K. Pornsutee advised the meeting that APT General Assembly has adopted the Strategic Plan of APT for 2009 – 2011. This can be found in Document APG2011-2.INF-09. Participants could seek further detail in that document. 
8.
LIAISON FROM APT WIRELESS FORUM

Mr. Sun Lixin, Vice-Chairman, AWF, introduced Document APG2011-2/INP-06. This Liaison Statement recalled the co-operative arrangements established between the APG and AWF and advised the APG that the AWF could undertake studies related to WRC-11 Agenda Item 1.2 if the APG thought that desirable. Mr. Arasteh reminded the meeting that work underway related to AI 1.2 had caused some concerns and caution was advised. Dr. Jamieson agreed that any items refereed to the AWF for study would need to be carefully identified and noted the principle involved that studies related to the mandate of the APG would remain under the responsibility of the APG irrespective of where that studies were conducted. Following a suggestion from Mr. Kosaka (Japan) it was agreed to refer the Liaison Statement to WP6 for consideration. 
Mr. Lewis advised the meeting that the AWF had produced a Report on Short Range Devices (SRDs) and that this Report may be of interest in connection with AI 1.22. 
9.
REPORTS FROM WORKING PARTIES – ACTIVITIES AND OBJECTIVES
The six Working Party Chairpersons reported that they would be quickly reviewing the input documents assigned to them and would be setting up their Drafting Group structures. Some points raised required discussion. Dr. Seong (WP3) raised the possibility of the APG submitting documents to meetings of an ITU-R Study Group or Working Party. Dr. Jamieson mentioned that this would be a departure from the practice of the APG to date but it could be considered on an exceptional basis. This concerned, in particular, the possibility of the APG submitting a contribution to ITU-R Joint Task Group 5-6 dealing with WRC-11 Agenda Item 1.17. As mentioned by Mr. Arasteh this potential submission concerned a developing view in the APG studies that Region 3 administrations have a view that, in the consideration of AI 1.17, no regulatory changes should be made in the radio regulations concerning Region 3. 
On another matter it was decided that consideration of document INP-82, which had been attributed to both WP5 and WP6 would be coordinated by the two WP Chairmen concerned. Mr Shafiee, Chairman WP6, then asked about the treatment of documents INP-77 to 82 from an Affiliate member. After some discussion, it was agreed that they could be considered as input documents.
With respect to late documents (INP-87, 88 and 89), it was initially felt that these should be held over to the next APG meeting as administrations would not have had sufficient time to review them. However, it was acknowledged that the material may be useful to discussions at APG2011-2. Mr. Arasteh suggested that, at this early stage in the overall APG meeting cycle, it could be left to the WP Chairperson concerned to decide whether material in these documents was relevant and could be considered. This approach was accepted.  

10.
APG WORKING METHODS
Mr. Lewis, Chairman, Editorial Committee, reported on the activities of the Correspondence Group established at the APG2011-1 meeting to review approval procedures. A good interchange had taken place and substantial contributions had been provided to the discussions. He suggested that these could be considered in an Ad Hoc group along with the document on APG working methods carried forward from the APG2011-1 meeting (Document APG2011-1/TMP-04). He further suggested that the Ad Hoc group could also consider an approval process for APG submissions to an ITU-R Study Group or Working Party; this issue having been raised in the report of WP3 (see section 9 above). This was agreed and Mr Lewis agreed to chair the Ad Hoc group on Working Methods.
11.
PRESENTATIONS BY ITU-BR AND REGIONAL ORGANISATIONS
Dr. Jamieson reported that material had been received from the ITU-BR, the Arab Spectrum Management Group (ASMG), CEPT, CITEL and the RCC. 
Mr. Aubineau, BR Study Group Councillor, presented documents APG2011-2/ INP-83(Rev.1) and INF-13. These give details of international and regional planning and coordination for WRC-11, including details of the activities of the regional telecommunication organisations and of the ITU-R Study Groups. In the subsequent discussion, Mr. Arasteh noted that, with the proposed delay of the WRC to January 2012, the delay between the CPM and the WRC may now be excessively long. He suggested that administrations should consider this matter in order to see if the date for the CPM should also move to a later date in 2011. On another point, China expressed its concern that the dates now proposed for the RA and WRC overlap with the Lunar New Year festival that is extremely important to a number of countries in the Asia-Pacific region and that this concern should be addressed and the dates should be changed.  
Mr. Zahid Zaheer, representing ASMG, referred participants to Document APG2011-2/INF-12. This document provided the preliminary positions of ASMG on each of the WRC-11 Agenda Items. Detailed comments could be provided in the different WP meetings.
Mr. Soury-Lavergne, representing CEPT, referred participants to Document APG2011-2/INF-05. This document provided the current views of CEPT on each of the WRC-11 Agenda Items and listed the coordinators concerned along with their contact details. Detailed comments could be provided in the different WP meetings. Mr. Soury-Lavergne welcomed APG attendance at the different CPG meetings. 
Mr. A Roytblat, representing CITEL, referred participants to Document APG2011-2/INF-10, which contained the issues and preliminary views associated with each Agenda Item. Detailed comments could be provided in the different WP meetings. He noted the productive relationship that had existed between APT and CITEL and hoped that this would continue. 

Dr. Jamieson reminded participants that they could find the position of the RCC on the different WRC-11 Agenda Items in document APG2011-2/INF-06.  
Dr. Jamieson in thanking the presenters from the regional groups reinforced the importance of interaction between regional groups and the need to continue close coordination.

PRESENTATIONS FROM IARU AND ABU
Mr. Mr. Shizuo Endo presented the views of the IARU on WRC-11 Agenda Items. These can be found in document APG2011-2/INF-11. 
Mr. Mr. Sharadindoo Sadhu presented the views of the ABU on WRC-11 Agenda Items. These can be found in document APG2011-2/INF-14.

REPORTS ON WORKING PARTY ACTIVITIES
13.1
Report of WP1

Mr. Ninham reported that WP1 had held three meetings and had developed four output documents (APG2011-2/OUT-09, 10, 11 and 12). He thanked the drafting Group Chairs and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work on the four WRC-11 Agenda Items (1.3, 1.4, 1.9 and 1.10). He also thanked Mr. Parvez and the APT Secretariat for their support during the meeting. His meeting report can be found in document APG2011-2/OUT-08.

Report of WP2

Prof. Faizal reported that WP2 had held two meetings to consider WRC-11 Agenda Items 1.14, 1.15, 1.21 and 1.23. The group developed one output document (APG2011-2/OUT-13). He thanked the drafting Group Chairs and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work.

Report of WP3

Dr. Seong reported that WP3 met three times and that a meeting report can be found in Document APG2011-2/OUT-20. She thanked the drafting Group Chairs and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work on the five WRC-11 Agenda Items (1.5, 1.8, 1.17, 1.20 and 1.22).

Report of WP4

Mr. Zhou reported that WP4 met twice and that a meeting report can be found in Document APG2011-2/OUT-14. He thanked the drafting Group Chairs and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work on the five WRC-11 Agenda Items (1.6, 1.11, 1.12, 1.16 and 1.19).
13.5
Report of WP5

Mr. Abe reported that Working Party 5 met four times during the APG2011-2 meeting. WP5 reviewed WRC-11 Agenda Items on satellite issues, i.e. Items 1.7, 1.13, 1.18, 1.25 and 7, and developed a consolidated output document (APG2011-2/OUT-07). He thanked the drafting Group Chairs and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work during the meeting. 
13.6
Report of WP6

Mr. Shafiee reported that WP6 met two times during the APG2011-2 meeting. Drafting Groups were established for WRC-11 Agenda items 1.2 and 1.19 and the other Agenda items were considered in the WP6 meeting itself. WP6 prepared a consolidated output document (APG2011-2/OUT-02). He thanked the drafting Group Chairs and participants in the group’s discussions for their good work during the meeting.

Document APG2011-2/OUT-22, a proposed APT submission to ITU-R JTG 5-6, gave rise to several points of discussion. There was concern about the phrase “does not need coordination” in the 1st Preliminary View and, after some discussion, this was understood to mean that there is not a need for a formal coordination dictated by the Radio Regulations. This understanding would be further developed at the APG2011-3 meeting. 
Dr. Seong indicated that, in the Preliminary Views, she had not been able to confirm the text relating to the situation in Mongolia with representatives of that administration. It was decided to consider this text as provisional pending confirmation with the Mongolian administration. The Chairman of the Editorial Committee was charged with the task of making the relevant enquiry with that administration after the meeting. With that proviso, the text was adopted as a consensus document for submission to JTG 5-6
. The meeting agreed that the republic of Korea (Dr. Seong) would present the contribution at the next JTG meeting.
Dr. Seong reminded the meeting that the CPM text being developed by JTG 5-6 was not complete and needs to be further developed in order to cover all potential interference scenarios. APT Member administrations and Affiliate members are requested to develop and submit complementary text on these issues to the next JTG meeting.

Document APG2011-2/OUT-07 was considered and adopted with some editorial and other changes. Particular concerns were expressed in particular on issues related to WRC-11 Agenda Items 1.7 and 1.13. For AI 1.7, there was concern about how best to establish priority for the AMS(R)S service. For AI 1.13, there were different views about the potential “super-primary” allocation status of the BSS. The text in document OUT-07 was modified to cover these concerns.

Document APG2011-2/OUT-01, the Liaison Statement to the AWF, was adopted with one modification.
The consolidated output document APG2011-2/OUT-02 was adopted after some discussion. In particular, for AI 1.2, further views are sought from APT members on the issue raised in the 3rd Preliminary View. Attachment 1 to this section of the text on AI 1.2 is being carried forward to the APG2011-3 meeting. Similarly, Attachment 2 to the section of the text on AI 4 is also being carried forward to the next APG meeting.

Conclusion

Dr. Jamieson concluded the consideration of the output documents on the six Working Parties by thanking the WP Chairpersons for their excellent work. He also thanked the Drafting Group Chairs and participants for their excellent contributions to the work. He further thanked the APT Secretariat for the excellent support that the Working Parties had received. 
Dr. Jamieson noted that the method of describing members/administrations in these output documents varied somewhat and he suggested that Mr. Lewis, Head Editorial Committee, be asked to rationalise the terms used in these texts for this purpose after the meeting. This was agreed. 

Finally, Dr. Jamieson encouraged participants to make substantial contributions to the next APG2011-3 meeting, especially in the areas for which the need for particular input had been identified.  

15.
DISCUSSION OF WORKING METHODS OF THE APG
Mr. Lewis introduced Document APG2011-1/OUT-03 on Working Methods for the APG. This document had commenced as an input document that had been developed by the APT Secretariat with the help of some office bearers and presented to the 1st APG2011 meeting (see document APG2011-1/INP-09). It had been revised at that meeting and became document APG201-1/TMP-04. This was then revised, insofar as the document approval processes were concerned, by a Correspondence Group that was chaired by Mr. Lewis. The output material from the correspondence group activity was reviewed at the APG2011-2 meeting in an Ad Hoc group and the result of the review is to be found in APG2011-1/OUT-03. 

Following discussion the document was adopted, with some changes. It was agreed that WRC activities would cover both the 1st and 2nd meetings of the CPM. The section on approval of texts by consensus in the APG Plenary was improved by adding a requirement that the Plenary should decide on the administration responsible to present the document in the relevant ITU-R group meeting. It was further considered that documents being prepared “on an exceptional basis” would be only those where the APG had decided that it would be useful to make such contributions to ITU-R entities. 
In noting that sections in the Working Methods document covering APT coordination at both WRCs and RAs had been developed from texts already agreed in APT’s ASTAP Program, Mr. Arasteh expressed the APG’s gratitude to Dr. Horton (Australia and ex-Chairman of ASTAP) for that very useful precedent.

RADIOCOMMUNICATION ASSEMBLY MATTERS
Dr. Wee reported that the group to discuss RA matters had met twice. The group covered the following items:

· Review of the Summary of Conclusions of 16th RAG meeting (see document APG2011-2/INF-03)
· Discussion on RA preparation for WRC-11
· Discussion on CPM and WRC-11 dates
· Review of Input to 16th RAG relating to ITU-R Resolution 15-4

· Working Methods for contributions to the RA

Details of these discussions can be found in the report of the meeting on RA matters in document APG2011-2/OUT-25. One matter of importance was the proposed dates for WRC-11 and the RA. The proposed date change by ITU (see documents APG2011-2/INP-83 and INF-13) was not accepted by the meeting due to the conflict with the date of the Lunar New Year in 2012 which many Asian countries observe. It was agreed that Dr. Jamieson would develop a draft letter to the ITU Secretary General and that such a text (suitably modified) could be sent by both the APT Secretary General and concerned APT Member administrations to the Secretary General of the ITU. The text of suitable letters can be found in document APG2011-2/OUT-24. 

17.
DATE OF NEXT MEETING
Dr, Jamieson noted that with the proposed change of dates for the WRC and the RA it could be appropriate to seek to have two APG2011 meetings in 2010 to be followed by a fifth meeting in 2011. Two meetings in 2010 would allow the APG to consolidate the APT Views and prepare adequately for the CPM, currently scheduled for February 2011. It would seem that a 3rd APG Meeting in the 1st quarter of 2010 could be follows by a 4th APG meeting in the 3rd quarter of 2010. 
After review, it was recommended that the 3rd APG2011 meeting should be held from 8 to 12 March, 2010. This proposed date would be confirmed after the APT Secretariat had checked hotel availability in Bangkok and budget funding. 

As far as a second meeting in 2010 is concerned, this would need careful consideration to avoid clashing with the ITU PP-2010 conference and it may need to be moved later (even into 2011) if the date of the 2nd CPM meeting occurred later in 2011. This situation would be reviewed at the APG2011-3 meeting. 
These revised dates would be included in the draft APG2011 Work Plan and Programme, which can be found in Annex 1.

Mr. Arasteh advised that APT had been requested to have representatives of the APG participate at the forthcoming ITU Information Meeting on WRC-11 preparations for African countries, in collaboration with the African Telecommunication Union, to be held in Geneva, from 14-16 Sept. 2009. Dr. Jamieson advised that Messrs. Arasteh and Lewis would represent APG and that he encouraged other colleagues to participate.  
Mr. Marc Girouard (Canada) announced the candidature of Dr. Veena Rawat (Industry Canada) for the post of the Director, ITU Radiocommunication Bureau.
The delegate from Indonesia advised the meeting that an APT Ministerial Meeting would take place in Bali, Indonesia from 12 to 13 November 2009 preceded by the Asia-Pacific Telecommunication and ICT Development Forum (ADF) being held from 10 to 11 November, with the objective to strengthen regional cooperation on building the broadband economy.
