
Report  of the Second CEPT7CPG (CPG11-2) Meeting ,1-3 December 2008 ,Brussels,Belgium
The second meeting of CEPT Conference Preparatory Group(CPG)/CPG11-2 was held in Brussels, Belgium in the premises of EUROCONTROL. .
At this meeting Mr. Ogawa/Japan AND Mr. Arasteh /Islamic Republic of Iran were attended as observers from APT/APG

The CPG chairman, Eric Fournier, thanked Mr. Baert for his kind words and the Belgium administration for their invitation. He also thanked Eurocontrol for the excellent facilities offered for this meeting. He welcomed all the delegates, the ITU-BR representative and the representatives of other regional groups (APG, CITEL, RCC). 
During the meeting the following issues were discussed 
1. Report from ECC

An extract of the minutes of all ECC meetings since CPG11-1 was provided in the document CPG11(2008)025. Eric Fournier introduced briefly this document, stressing the adoption of the modification of the appendix 9 of the working methods on  working procedures for CEPT coordination, in line with the proposal agreed at CPG11-1.
2. ITU Decisions relating to WRC-11 preparation

The Chairman explained that the council had confirmed that the WRC-11 will take place at the end of 2011, with two possible dates (24 Oct. – 18 Nov. 2011 or 3 – 28 Oct. 2011). The venue of the conference will be officially confirmed by the ITU Secretary General in 3 months (UAE or Geneva).
The CPM Chairman, A.Nalbandian, also informed the meeting that the ITU Council had officially adopted the WRC-11 agenda without any modification from Resolution 805 (WRC-07). 

The Chairman indicated that the informal group for WRC-11, which will have the responsibility of preparing the structure of the conference, including chairman of each group of the conference, will be created in few months. Representation and positions for this group will be organized by the Chairman with all CPG PT chairmen and CEPT coordinators. 
He also showed the new webpage ( http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/go/wrc-11-regional ) prepared by the BR to facilitate the exchange of information between regional groups. Mr Nalbandian further explained that additional web facilities will enable to link for each agenda item the status of the work in ITU-R and the status of the work for each regional organization (see http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/go/rcpm-wrc-11-studies).  

3. Activities of other regional organisations for preparation of WRC-11
Mr. Roytblat introduced document CPG11(2008)INFO3 detailing the organization of WRC-11 preparation in CITEL and the preliminary positions on agenda items.  He also gave the schedule of the CITEL meetings. The next meeting will be held in Ottawa on 2-5 June 2009.
Mr. Arasteh introduced document CPG11(2008)INFO2 detailing the organization of WRC-11 preparation in APG and informed the meeting that APG would probably held  its second meeting in June 2009. Date and venue of this meeting will be decided by APT management committee at its next meeting to be held on 15-18 December 2008. 
Mr. Nalbandian indicated that the next meeting of RCC will take place in March. The briefs from RCC will be translated in English for April 2009. This will enable after the next CPG meeting to undertake a comparison of the positions on all agenda items in order to identify, jointly with RCC, the items for which there are significant conflict in positions. Then, more close discussion, including bilateral meeting, could take place at the end of 2009.
The CPG chairman informed the meeting that Mr. Tariq Al Awadhi was designated as Chairman of the group responsible for WRC-11 preparation in the Arab Spectrum Management Group. Discussion between the two groups will take place as early as possible to identify any significant conflict in positions. 
Concerning ATU, the Chairman stated that he was not aware of any activity so far. 
4. Report from WG FM and CPG Project Teams
It is worth to mention that CEPT/CPG has established since several years ago  the required structure for the preparation of WRCs as well as the CEPT /European Common proposal to WRCs.This structure includes the establishment of Project Team ( PT)  within /inside the CPG as well as the use of some other Project Team already established under the Electronic Communications Committee (ECC) ,another entity within the CEPT
There are four Project Teams currently active under CPG ,    
It is also worth to mention that at this stage there is CEPT/European Position. However, to the extent possible , some preliminary positions were formulated. However, as a general rules, CPG ,in the past, has always prepared a Brief  for each Agenda Item. These briefs have also being prepared for WRC-11 Agenda Items. Based on the report of the Project Teams ,these Briefs would be further  developed and enhanced at each CPG meeting. The CEPT/European Positions and Common Proposals will be derived from these briefs as well as  from the results of the deliberations at each CPG meeting.

1 Agenda Item 1.1 /WGFM 

Mr. Sergey Pastukh, WGFM Chairman, introduced documents CPG11(2008)14 and 19, the liaison statement from WGFM relating to agenda item, emphasized that all footnote relevant for CEPT countries were listed in annex, distinguishing between those footnotes added at WRC-07 and other footnotes. All administrations are invited to consider removing their name from the list of countries in the footnotes. 
CEPT Preliminary position : 

Preliminary CEPT position

CEPT supports Administrations taking the initiative to review their footnotes and to propose the deletion of their country names or the deletion of country footnotes, if no longer required.  This agenda item shall not be used for adding country names into footnotes unless in accordance with RES 26 (Rev. WRC-07).

The draft CEPT brief was approved. See attachment 1.1 
4.2 Report CPG Project Team A

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.2
taking into account the ITU‑R studies carried out in accordance with Resolution 951 (Rev.WRC‑07), to take appropriate action with a view to enhancing the international regulatory framework;
CPG PTA submitted to CPG11-2 the draft preliminary CEPT positions in the draft Brief for endorsement and approval of its course of action. 

In relation with this item a contribution was received from the administration of Sweden (Document CPG11(2008)23) which listed a number of principle of which it was deemed that they should serve as guidance to CPG PTA. Following a discussion on each individual principle, the Plenary established a which was tasked with inserting the results of this discussion in the text of the preliminary CEPT Position and in the actions to be taken. Concerning the background section, due to the lack of time, it was decided that PTA will have to review it in the light of  the above discussions.
The outcome of the Drafting Group was presented to the Plenary and some additional changes were brought to the draft brief. It was noted that CEPT supports that the principles for notification should be reviewed in order to allow for a more service neutral (more flexible) coordination and notification when a frequency band is allocated to several services (e.g. both the mobile and the fixed service).”
Preliminary CEPT position
CEPT supports actions to improve the regulatory framework and recognises the importance of flexibility in allocating frequency bands to services. CEPT supports the principle of increased flexibility while at the same time ensuring compatibility between services. Allocations should be done in the broadest possible way, under technical, operational and regulatory provisions to ensure technology neutrality as far as possible
. The developed framework under this agenda item should contain necessary regulatory provisions (concepts and procedures) for enhancing the Radio Regulations to meet the demands of current, emerging and future radio applications, while taking into account existing services and usage to allow administrations to implement this flexibility in a timely manner.

CEPT is of the opinion that only issues that have international implications should be included in the RR. 
In accordance with Resolution 951, CEPT recognises the principle that the actual use of a frequency band is to be decided on at a national or regional level, in accordance with the Radio Regulations, without prejudice to / impact on the rights of third party administrations to operate any service in accordance with Radio Regulations  

CEPT supports that the principles for notification should be reviewed in order to allow for a more flexible notification when a frequency band is allocated to both the mobile and the fixed service.
The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment 1.2
The following statement was submitted :

Statement by Sweden:

"Sweden recognises the progress in CPG towards agreeing the principles regarding flexibility and convergence as guidance to CPG PT A. However, Sweden notes that some principles were not accepted by CPG and that there is a need to reconsider the issue again and also notes that there is a need for further guidelines and principles, both in the short term and in the long term, for the work in CPG PT A based on a top-down-approach. 

Sweden therefore reserves the right to come back to the issue at the future meetings of CPG and CPG PT A.

Sweden also notes that some of the proposed principles are in practice already implemented and should therefore be adopted as principles. One example is that frequency bands shared between the satellite and mobile services should also be allocated to fixed service on a primary basis. It was noted that this was already the case but CPG did not accept this as a principle.

Sweden also notes that there were no general support for the idea that PT A should develop reasons in the case where a flexible approach was not accepted. Sweden is of the view that the starting point should be flexibility and only in well justified cases there should be limitations to the flexible use of the frequencies."

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.13

to consider the results of ITU‑R studies in accordance with Resolution 551 (WRC‑07) and decide on the spectrum usage of the 21.4-22 GHz band for the broadcasting-satellite service and the associated feeder-link bands in Regions 1 and 3;
Preliminary CEPT position

Planning

Europe does not support a priori planning of the band 21.4-22.0 GHz.

In addressing Agenda Item 1.13, it is essential that Europe ensures that existing and planned operations are not adversely affected, and that flexible use of the spectrum/orbit resources in the band 21.4-22.0 GHz is not put at risk. A priori planning is not necessary and should be avoided because it freezes access according to technological assumptions at the time of planning and then prevents flexible use taking account of real world demand and developments.

PFD value vs. availability

The relation between the power flux-density (PFD) value and the availability depends mainly on the rain rates intensity. It seems very difficult to define a unique PFD value for the entire Regions 1 & 3 areas. In some cities with low rain rates (e.g. in Europe), a reduced PFD value could be sufficient to ensure an adequate availability and no specific mitigation technique need to be developed. Inversely, in some cities with high rain rates (e.g., in equatorial area), a higher PFD value should be necessary to achieve an adequate availability and some specific mitigation technique should be implemented.   

For example, for a required availability of 99.9% with a target C/N of 7.5 dB, the PFD value required to achieve these performance must be equal to -100.58 (dB(W/(m2 · MHz))) in Brazzaville and ‑120.28 (dB(W/(m2 · MHz))) in Paris.

Europe is of the opinion that intra-service sharing criteria for GSO BSS systems in the band 21.4‑22 GHz in Regions 1 and 3 should not be derived considering a unique PFD value for the entire Regions 1 & 3 areas.

Associated feeder-link bands

Europe is of the view that no specific associated Earth-to-space bands need to be designated for this agenda item. For a flexibility point of view, there should be no limitation on the FSS Earth-to-space bands which may be used for the associated feeder-links

The Russian Federation expressed some difficulties with the preliminary CEPT positions on A.I. 1.13, in particular with respect to the realization of the equitable access principle and suggested that there could be some solutions to better compromise between this principle and the need to ensure an efficient use of the resource. Several other administrations were of the view that unplanned use of the band would not contradict equitable access and supported the preliminary CEPT position The CPG chairman kindly asked Russian Federation to submit contributions to CPG PTA exposing its concerns and proposed solutions.
Russian administrations also expressed concerns relating to the position relating to BSS feeder links. 
That Administration thus made the following statement:
Statement by the Russian Federation

Resolution 551 (WRC-07) stated that introduction of BSS systems in the 21.4-22 GHz  band should be regulated in a flexible and equitable manner (see considering b)). The Russian Federation is of the view that current preliminary CEPT position does not take into account the need of equitable access to the satellite broadcasting spectrum for all ITU member states. Principle of equitable access to the spectrum recognized by the ITU and in accordance to the resolve 1 of the Resolution 507 planning was considered as the most appropriate method for the broadcasting satellite service. Method of regulation in the band 21.4-22 GHz should guarantee flexibility and equitability
The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment .1.13
WRC-11 Agenda item 1.19
to consider regulatory measures and their relevance, in order to enable the introduction of software-defined radio and cognitive radio systems, based on the results of ITU‑R studies, in accordance with Resolution 956 (WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position

CEPT will actively contribute to regulatory studies  within the ITU-R to investigate this issue before defining any position on this Agenda Item. 
”Software-defined radio” and  ”cognitive radio” are not  radio services as listed in Article 1 of the Radio Regulations. 
”Software-defined radio” and  ”cognitive radio” may be operated under any radio services.  

Europe is of the view that frequencies or frequency bands (tuning range) for specific applications can be harmonized regionally by regional telecommunications organizations or on worldwide basis in ITU-R Recommendations developed and approved in the normal way unless exception is justified.  

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment and is attached at 1.19.
WRC-11 Agenda item 1.22
to examine the effect of emissions from short-range devices on radiocommunication services, in accordance with Resolution 953 (WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position

CEPT is of the view that no decision needs to be taken at WRC-11 on SRDs under AI 1.22. Regulations of emissions by SRDs can be achieved via the development of ITU-R Recommendations, taking into account the Resolution ITU-R 54 (“studies to achieve harmonisation for short range radiocommunication devices (SRDs)”). 

It was suggested that, in order to make the position of Europe more comprehensible to other Regions, text should be included in the Brief explaining the rationale behind the European viewpoint. Such an explanatory text with respect to this preliminary CEPT position was added by CPG11-2.

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment 1.22.
WRC-11 Agenda item 4
in accordance with Resolution 95 (Rev.WRC‑07), to review the resolutions and recommendations of previous conferences with a view to their possible revision, replacement or abrogation;

The chairman of PTA presented the draft Brief on WRC-11 A.I. 4 and drew the attention on the table in Annex to the draft Brief. He reported that this extensive table is available at this early stage in the preparatory process for WRC-11, as opposed to the practice in the preparation of previous conferences where this issue was dealt with in haste in the ultimate stages of the process, thanks to the initiative of the coordinator. The table has already been brought by the PTA chairman to the immediate attention of the chairmen of the other PTs of CPG. 

CPG chairman recalled that the objective of having the table already available now is mainly as a reminder that when developing draft CEPT positions project teams should also consider the impact on ITU-R Resolutions and Recommendations.

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment 4.
WRC-11 Agenda item 7
to consider possible changes in response to Resolution 86 (Rev. Marrakesh, 2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference: “Advance publication, coordination, notification and recording proce​dures for frequency assignments pertaining to satellite networks”, in accordance with Resolution 86 (Rev.WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position

CEPT encourages the review of Resolutions and Recommendations from previous conferences and will follow the ITU activities associated with this effort. 


The chairman of the Project Team indicated that ,The document is not extensive yet. However, the CPG PTA chairman stated that he was confident that the draft Brief will expand quickly because of the outcome of ITU-R WP SC, which was held in November, and the fact that consideration of late contributions to the last meeting of CPG PTA under this agenda item had to be postponed to the next meeting of the project team.

The draft CEPT brief was approved. See attachment 7.
WRC-11 Agenda item 8.1
to consider and approve the Report of the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau:
Preliminary CEPT position

Yet to be defined 

The CPG chairman informed that the studies required by the issue addressed in chapter 6 of the draft Brief (replace "IMT-2000" by "IMT" in some footnotes of the RR) are already taken at hand.

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment .8.1.
4.3 Report CPG Project Team B

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.6
to review No. 5.565 of the Radio Regulations in order to update the spectrum use by the passive services between 275 GHz and 3 000 GHz, in accordance with Resolution 950 (Rev.WRC‑07), and to consider possible procedures for free-space optical-links, taking into account the results of ITU‑R studies, in accordance with Resolution 955 (WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position

1. CEPT supports the review of No. 5.565 considering in particular new technological advancements and planned applications for passive services (EESS, RAS and Space Research) to allow early assessment of scientific and meteorological next generation equipments.

CEPT is of the view that such review should not lead to monopolising spectrum for passive services and, considering in particular attenuation conditions related to the 275-3000 GHz frequency range :
CEPT recognizes that an identification of possible use of certain bands for passive services should not automatically preclude future consideration of these bands for active services. 

However, CEPT is also of the view that the identification of bands for passive service should not be conditioned by identification for use by other services. To this respect, CEPT supports on-going work within WP 7C and 7D on detailed definition of passive services requirements. 

CEPT believes that, considering specificities of different passive services/applications under consideration and the need to consider detailed requirements, this agenda item should lead to a revision of N° 5.565 that would refer to 3 different Resolutions, respectively addressing EESS, Radioastronomy and Aeronomy. In particular, the case of Aeronomy applications that is not obviously falling within a radio service would have to be specifically studied.

2.
CEPT will consider any proposal for regulations for terrestrial free-space optical links, noting that such regulations should not constrain satellite optical applications. CEPT considers that for such satellite optical applications, neither regulations nor procedures are necessary
In reviewing the proposed preliminary CEPT position, it was concluded that agenda item 1.6 does not refer to identification of spectrum for passive Services, but rather to identification of possible use of certain bands for passive services applications. There was also an improvement of the text related to the fact that the identification of bands for passive service should not be conditioned by identification for or use by other services applications.  

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment.1.6.
The  meeting agreed  to the proposal to replace the existing RR 5.565 with a footnote referring to 3 new ITU Resolutions which would describe spectrum use by respectively Earth Observations, Radio Astronomy and Aeronomy applications. 

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.11
to consider a primary allocation to the space research service (Earth-to-space) within the band 22.5523.15 GHz, taking into account the results of ITU‑R studies, in accordance with Resolution 753 (WRC‑07).
Preliminary CEPT position
CEPT will have  a favourable position to this allocation, under the condition that sharing conditions  guarantee the required protection and do not put undue constraints to the other Services presently allocated in this frequency band.
The draft CEPT brief was approved, .See attachment 1.11.
The CPG noted the view expressed by the Russian Federation to be in favour of a more neutral position, and that a position would be taken when compatibility studies are finalized.
The CPG also noted that Sweden is of the view that if the number of SRS stations is limited and their operation objectives can be met by appropriate choice of geographic location, then this method is to be preferred before allocations; alternatively, a geographically limited footnote allocation could be considered instead of allocation of the whole frequency band to SRS with no geographic limitation. 
WRC-11 Agenda item 1.12
to protect the primary services in the band 37-38 GHz from interference resulting from aeronautical mobile service operations, taking into account the results of ITU‑R studies, in accordance with Resolution 754 (WRC‑07).
Preliminary CEPT position
CEPT supports the restriction of the mobile allocation in the band 37 -38 GHz to Land- and Maritime Mobile. Initial sharing studies have lead to a pfd mask required to avoid interference to SRS earth stations from aeronautical mobile applications.  Application of this pfd mask places very severe restrictions on the use of the Aeronautical Mobile Service in this band. 

CEPT intends to continue studies on this item.

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment 1.12.
The report by PT B that a discussion had arisen with regard to the question what regulatory text would be required to prevent interference to SRS earth stations caused by intra aircraft communications systems (WAIC) led to the following conclusions:

· PT B shall limit its work to the question how to provide compatibility in the frequency band 37 -38 GHz without proposing measures affecting other frequency bands;

· The CPG will await the results of further studies relating to WAIC before deciding if more general action is required regarding WAIC, and if so, what kind of action.

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.16
to consider the needs of passive systems for lightning detection in the meteorological aids service, including the possibility of an allocation in the frequency range below 20 kHz, and to take appropriate action, in accordance with Resolution 671 (WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position
To support recognition and possible allocation under the condition that no undue constraints are placed on existing services operating in accordance with the Radio Regulations, and to  support the technical studies required to satisfy the requirements of this agenda item.

The chairman of PT B reported about the progress of studies within ITU-R and PT B which had led to a document containing a preliminary survey of radio services and radio-frequency interference within the band below 20 kHz in support of WRC-11 Agenda item 1.16.

Related to this document, PT B encourages CEPT administrations to investigate their national usage of the frequency bands below 20 kHz and to make the required information available to him, or  Mr. Rider (UK)  and WP 7C. 

A lengthy discussion arose on the proposal by the Russian Federation to delete the word “undue” in the sequence of words “under the condition that no undue constraints are placed…..” to reflect better the wording of Resolution 671 (WRC-07).  However, several administrations opposed to this proposal arguing that constraints which would be undue would not be acceptable.  
The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment 1.16.
Statement by the Russian Federation
Preliminary CEPT position that possible allocation to the meteorological aids service might be done under condition of “not placing undue constrains” on existing services contradicts to the resolve 2 of the ITU-R Resolution 671 (WRC-07) stated that any allocation to the meteorological aids service in the frequency range below 20 kHz “should not place constraints” on existing services operating in accordance with the Radio Regulations. 

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.24
to consider the existing allocation to the meteorological-satellite service in the band 7 750‑7 850 MHz with a view to extending this allocation to the band 7 850-7 900 MHz, limited to non-geostationary meteorological satellites in the space-to-Earth direction, in accordance with Resolution 672 (WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position

CEPT is supportive to the allocation of this additional spectrum to the MetSat under the conditions that sharing studies confirm that such an allocation would not put undue constraints on the other services.
PT B informed the CPG about the generally accepted assumption that the sharing scenarios in the band 7 850- 7900 MHz are identical with those in the band 7 750 – 7 850 MHz. WP 5C has informed that there are no differences with regard to the Fixed Service; one is still awaiting the views of WP 5A.

The Russian Federation indicated that in their country there might be some differences with regard to the fixed services.

If no differences in the sharing scenarios applicable to the two mentioned frequency bands are identified, there will be no requirement for sharing studies; if differences are identified, such studies have to be initiated.

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment 1.24.
Statement by the Russian Federation

The Russian Federation is of the view that characteristics of systems in the band 7850-7900 MHz may be different from characteristics of systems in the band 7750-7850 MHz. The position of the Russian Federation on allocation of additional spectrum to the MetSat could be established after finalizing  sharing studies in the band 7 850-7 900 MHz.

WRC-11 Agenda 8.1.1 item C
to consider and approve,  in accordance with Article 7 of the Convention,  the Report of the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau  on the activities of the Radiocommunication Sector since WRC‑07, related to Resolution 673 ( WRC-07).
Preliminary CEPT position
Taking into account that Resolution 673 has been initiated by CEPT, CEPT supports the studies by ITU-R, considering that the development of an ITU-R Report on “The Essential Role and Global Importance of Radio Spectrum Use for Earth observations of Climate Change , Weather, Water,  Disaster Prediction, Detection and Mitigation, and other related science applications”, focussing in particular on the Earth Observation,  will be an important instrument to improve the recognition of the relevant radio Services.
CEPT supports the development of a revision of Resolution 673 to underline  the essential role and global importance of Earth Observation with the objective to improve its recognition. 

[Further studies are needed to conclude whether an article, comparable to RR 4.10 can be proposed].

CEPT investigates methods  to improve the recognition of other science applications.

PT B reported about the development within ITU-R of a the preliminary draft new Report ITU-R [ESSENTIAL ROLE OBSERVATIONS] The draft new report is focussing on the essential role and global importance of radio spectrum use for observations of climate, climate change, weather, water, disaster prediction, detection and mitigation, and other scientific uses of spectrum. SG 7 correspondence group has been established to work further on the document. 

A preliminary CEPT proposal related to Resolution 673 (WRC-07) (‘Radiocommunications use for Earth observation applications’) was introduced .it indicated that the intention to carry forward the conclusions of Opinion No. 6 of the RSPG dealing with the scientific use of the frequency spectrum into ITU texts, and therefore elements of this Opinion should be used for the update of Resolution 673 (WRC-07). 

The CPG agreed with the PT B conclusions: 

1. to have a preference for a revision of Resolution 673 (WRC-07) for Earth Observation applications; 

2. methods should be investigated to improve the recognition of other science applications. This action should not be linked to the revision of Resolution 673 (WRC-07). Some ideas in this respect were suggested for further investigation, such as: a new ITU Recommendation,  an Agenda item for WRC-15, or treatment of the issue in relation WRC-11 Agenda item 1.6 , or perhaps even a different approach.

CPG noted the proposed revision of Resolution 673 (WRC-07), as given in annex 6 of the PT B report. It was observed that there may be no need to remind administrations that they should respect the obligations specified in the Radio Regulations; therefore some texts might need review by PT B. 

There was a discussion whether to maintain or delete the square brackets in the preliminary CEPT position; it was decided to remove these brackets, as the queried text  “Further studies are needed to conclude whether an Article, comparable to RR 4.10 can be proposed”., contains the words “Further studies are needed”.

The draft CEPT brief was approved .See attachment .8.1.1.C.
4.4 Report CPG Project Team C

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.3
to consider spectrum requirements and possible regulatory actions, including allocations, in order to support the safe operation of unmanned aircraft systems (UAS), based on the results of ITU‑R studies, in accordance with Resolution 421 (WRC‑07);

Preliminary CEPT position :

:

· CEPT supports studies to determine the radiocommunication requirements for the safe operation of UAS with the aim to propose the necessary regulatory action to WRC11

· to ensure safe and seamless integration of UAV in the ECAC region around 2030, XX MHz of terrestrial and XX MHz of satellite safety spectrum are required to provide ATC relay, C² and SAA (without video) services.

CPG did not discuss the amount of data which need to be exchanged between an UAV and its RPC.  It was decided that at this early stage CPG could approve the draft brief without any fixed number. The intention of the draft brief is to show the methodology to be used when determining the spectrum requirements for UAS. It is expected that administration will contribute to PT C their findings on the data rates and spectrum required individually.

Preliminary CEPT position
CEPT supports the interest of the WRC-11 Agenda Item 1.7, considering the interest to accommodate existing and future AMS(R)S systems in Europe. CEPT also recognises that the 1.5/1.6 GHz MSS bands are currently utilised by AMS(R)S as well as by other MSS applications.

CEPT will first consider how the long-term requirements of AMS(R)S can be accommodated in  1 545‑1 555 MHz and 1 646.5-1 656.5 MHz, in order to take advantage of the existing certified equipment onboard aircraft. If necessary, CEPT may also consider possible additional frequency bands for future AMS(R)S requirements

CEPT supports studying the technical and regulatory issues to facilitate the technological developments and improve flexibility for FS in the FS allocations taking into account the requirements of other services in the bands above 71GHz. CEPT views is that there is no intention to extend the frequency allocations to the fixed service under this agenda item.

Preliminary CEPT position
CEPT will support sharing studies according to Resolution 749.

· Compatibility between mobile and broadcasting services

CEPT countries support the regulatory provisions of the GE-06 Agreements and state that these should not be questioned nor reviewed under Agenda Item 1.17. 

CEPT considers that, from a regulatory point of view, the GE-06 Agreement contains all the required regulatory mechanisms (e.g coordination procedures) for the protection of the broadcasting service from the mobile service in a neighbouring country in the case where both countries have signed the GE-06 Agreement. Such regulatory mechanism is yet to be developed for the protection of the broadcasting service in the GE-06 area from the mobile service operating in the countries outside GE-06.

· Compatibility between mobile and Aeronautical radionavigation services

Appropriate sharing studies are needed enabling the protection of the Aeronautical Radionavigation Service from the mobile service, in response to agenda item 1.17.

To help Administrations to facilitate sharing between these two services, there may be a need to develop ITU-R recommendation(s).
· Compatibility between mobile and fixed services

It should be noted that, in general, there is no specific regulatory constraint, in the Radio Regulations, for ensuring compatibility between these two services in a band where both services are allocated with an equal status. The compatibility between these two services may need to be further addressed.

Russian Federation proposed a modification of the text in the background for existing MSS allocation to insert more accurately the wording of RR. 5.319. This was accepted by the meeting.

WRC-11 Agenda item 1.18

to consider extending the existing primary and secondary radiodetermination-satellite service (space-to-Earth) allocations in the band 2 483.5-2 500 MHz in order to make a global primary allocation, and to determine the necessary regulatory provisions based upon the results of ITU‑R studies, in accordance with Resolution 613 (WRC‑07);
Preliminary CEPT position

Pending studies, to support the extension of this existing Region 2 primary and Region 3 secondary RDSS allocation to become a global primary allocation, with harmonised regulatory provisions if compatible with other services in the band.

Following an intervention from Finland, it was noted that adjacent band issues relating to the use of mobile service above 2500 MHz may need to be studied by PTD and SE40, considering the high density applications for mobile service which could be expected in this frequency band.

To support the extended sharing studies, with the aim of ensuring adequate protection of existing services including conventional fixed stations.

In response to a question from Sweden, it was clarified that PTD may study the potential impact on services with lower status than primary.

EUMETNET expressed concern that studies in the ITU-R include at least one band covered by 5.340 and urged administrations to respect this provision of the RR. It was also pointed out that this agenda item covers a large frequency range. Following discussions, it was concluded that, even if all frequency bands should remain under consideration, administrations having interests in new MSS allocations should focus the discussion by studying and contributing on the frequency bands which present more interest and sharing opportunities.

5 Consultation with European Commission  

The Chairman explained that for WRC-07 preparation, two workshops were organized jointly between EC and CPG with the aim to ensure that industry could express views on WRC preparation. He also indicated that 2 RSPG opinions were developed for WRC-07.
6.
 RAG Preparation
CPG discussed the coordination of CEPT position for the RAG meeting. France noted that the Council had decided to ask ITU Sectors to establish strict guidelines about the size of documents (see recommend §2.23 in document 47 of the Council). This may have some consequences in some cases (ie, ITU-R recommendation on IMT specifications or some other large ITU-R deliverables). CPG decided that this matter may need CEPT coordination if it is addressed in the report from the Director of the BR to the RAG.

The meeting discussed the most appropriate way to coordinate CEPT positions for the RAG. It was decided to designate Mr. Alexander Kühn as responsible for coordinating by correspondence CEPT positions before the RAG meeting and for organizing CEPT coordination meeting during RAG. 

7.   CPG and CPG PT’s organization and meeting schedule

The principles for avoiding conflicts with other meetings were discussed. The chairman met with the CPG PT chairman and Mr. Philippe Aubineau from the BR to prepare the meeting schedule for next years. The meeting schedule for CPG11 was agreed . 
Sweden also raised the issue of the deadline for submission to a PT stressing their concerns with documents submitted very late and which could not be coordinated at a national level before discussions.

The article 11.9 of the ECC RoP was recalled (“Documents to be considered at a meeting should be available in electronic form to Members and participants at least two weeks prior to the meeting. No formal decision can be taken on issues raised in documents placed on the Office website less than two weeks before the meeting, except by the unanimous agreement of all Members participating in the meeting”), as it appears to apply to CPG PTs. 

On the other hand, it was stated that the other meeting schedules (ie, ITU-R WPs) do not always enable to prepare contributions within such a timeframe.

It was concluded that article 11.9 of the RoP should remain the general principle, but that Project Teams have to apply it in a pragmatic way in order not to delay the progress in WRC-11 preparation.
