Scope

In Japan, Public Commons (Public information common platform) are used for disaster information common platform as introduced in ATASP21/INP-65 “Public information common platform (Public commons) Introduction and Overview”. In the introduction, the characteristics of Public commons were described below.



(1) Collecting disaster information from various public bodies

(2) Input disaster information in a common information server

(3) Centralization of data exchange method (e.g. TVCML)

(4) Providing disaster information to various communicators 

(5) Distributing  to local residents through many media ( e.g. TV, Internet, Mobile phone)



These characteristics are very important for management information platform. This Questionnaire is submitted to consider the requirements for such platform systems.



The second focus of this Questionnaire is the requirement and surrounding condition for disaster management communication systems for non-public institutions, but does not concern with the wireless systems used in the communication systems.

Multi-channel access system is used for such disaster management communication as introduced in ATASP21/INP-66 “Presentation for MCA system”. In the introduction, the characteristics of multi-channel access system were described below.



(1) Wide area wireless system

(2) Robust power supply 

(3) Communication independence from cables ( in same base station area)

(4) Adequate call timers for prevention from suppressing call





 These characteristics are very important too for disaster management communication systems for non-public institutions. This Questionnaire is submitted to consider the requirements and surrounding conditions for such communication systems.
